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By end-2012, 45.2 million people 
were forcibly displaced worldwide as a 

result of persecution, conflict, generalized 

violence, and/or human rights violations. 

Some 15.4 million people were refugees, 

10.5 million under UNHCR’s mandate and 

4.9 million Palestinian refugees registered 

by UNRWA.

MAIN FINDINGS
This section provides an overview of the major statistical developments in 2012 
and a summary of key findings. More detailed analyses, including the definitions 
used and limitations of the data, can be found in Chapters I to VI.

The 2012 Statistical Yearbook 

identifies seven population 

categories: 

By the end of 2012, the total population 

of concern to UNHCR was estimated at 

35.8 million people.

The global figure included 28.8 million internally displaced persons 
and some 928,200 asylum-seekers. This was the highest overall level since 1994, 

when an estimated 47 million people were forcibly displaced worldwide.

An estimated 7.6 million people 

were newly displaced due to conflict 

or persecution, including 1.1 million 

new refugees – the highest number of 

new arrivals in a single year since 1999. 

Another 6.5 million people were newly 

displaced within the borders of their 

countries, the second highest figure of 

the past 10 years.

During the year, conflict and persecution 

forced an average of 23,000 persons 
per day to leave their homes and seek 

protection elsewhere, either within 

the borders of their countries or in other 

countries.

REFUGEE STATUS DETERMINATION

By the end of the year, some 928,200 
individuals were reported to be 

awaiting a decision on their asylum claims, 

the highest number since 2009.

During 2012, some 920,000 individual 
applications for asylum or refugee 

status were submitted to governments 

and UNHCR offices in 176 countries 

or territories. This constituted a 6 per 

cent increase compared to the previous 

year (864,600 claims) and was in line 

with increases observed in industrialized 

countries in 2012 (+8%). 4 UNHCR offices 

registered some 115,800 individual 

applications, equivalent to 13 per cent of 

applications registered globally.

South Africa remained the 

major destination for asylum-

seekers, with 82,000 
new asylum claims registered in 2012, 

accounting for a tenth of individual 

applications globally.

The Democratic Republic of the Congo 

was the single largest country of origin 

for asylum-seekers in 2012, with 54,100 
new applications submitted by its 

nationals during the year.

Some 261,900 asylum-seekers were 

either recognized as refugees (210,900) 

or granted a complementary form of 

protection (51,000) during 2012. This 

number includes an estimated 20,500 

individuals who initially received negative 

decisions on their asylum claims but 

which were subsequently overturned at 

the appeal or review stage.

Refugee status based on the 1951 

Convention was granted in 30 per 
cent of decisions in 2012. With the 

addition of complementary forms of 

protection, 37 per cent of all substantive 

asylum decisions taken in 2012 were 

positive. These rates are virtually 

identical to those of 2010 and 2011.

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SEX AND AGE

Of the 35.8 million people of 
concern to UNHCR in 2012, data on sex 

and age are available for 22.2 million (62%) 

and 14.9 million (41%), respectively. The 

available disaggregated information by 

sex revealed that on average 49 per cent 

of persons of concern were female.

Refugee women and girls accounted for 

48 per cent of the refugee population 

in 2012, a proportion that has remained 

constant over the past decade.

Disaggregated information on age 

showed that children under the age 

of 18 represented an average of 49 per 
cent of the total population of concern 

to UNHCR, of whom 13 per cent were 

under the age of five. Less than half 

(46%) of the population were between 

the ages of 18 and 59 years, whereas 

4 per cent were 60 years or older.

Among refugees and 

individuals in refugee-

like situations, children 

constituted 46 per cent of the refugee 

population in 2012.

DURABLE SOLUTIONS

During the year, UNHCR submitted 

over 74,800 refugees to States 

for resettlement, and more than 

71,000 departed with UNHCR’s 
assistance. According to government 

statistics, 23 countries admitted 

89,000 refugees for resettlement 

during 2012 (with or without UNHCR’s 

assistance). The United States of America 

received the highest number (66,300).

Over the course of 2012, 

526,000 refugees returned 

to their country of origin, half of 

them to Afghanistan, Iraq, or Côte 

d’Ivoire. This figure was similar to that 

of 2011 (532,000). Further, while this 

number was an improvement on the 

particularly low figures of 2009 and 

2010, it was still lower than those of 

all other years in the past decade.

TYPE OF LOCATION

In 2012, UNHCR offices 

reported on the type 

of location for more 

than 1,300 individual locations, covering 

20.5 million persons of concern. 8 

The available data revealed that more 

IDPs, returned IDPs, and returned refugees 

resided in rural areas than in urban areas. 

On the other hand, refugees and asylum-

seekers were more often found living in 

urban areas (53% for refugees).

HOST COUNTRY CONTRIBUTIONS

Ethiopia had the second largest 

number of refugees per 1 USD GDP (PPP) 

per capita (317 refugees), followed 

by Kenya (305 refugees) and Chad 

(212 refugees). The largest refugee-

hosting developed country was Germany, 

in 30th place, with 15 refugees per 1 USD

INTERNALLY DISPLACED PERSONS

The number of internally displaced 

persons, including 401,000 in IDP-

like situations, benefiting from UNHCR’s 

protection and assistance activities 

stood at almost 17.7 million at the end 

of 2012. This was the highest figure on 

record, and 2.2 million more than at the 

start of the year (15.5 million).

STATELESS PERSONS

Statelessness is estimated to have 

affected at least 10 million people 

in 2012. However, data captured by 

governments and communicated to 

UNHCR were limited to 3.3 million 

stateless individuals in 72 countries.

UNHCR’s statistics included IDP 

populations in 26 countries.

OR MORE THAN SIX DE-
CADES,  the United Nations 
High Commissioner for Refu-
gees (UNHCR) has been collect-
ing data on refugees and other 

persons it deems to be of concern to the 
organization. Both the 1951 Convention 
Relating to the Status of Refugees 10 and 
the Statute of the Office 11 refer to the 

obligation of States to report statistical 
data to the High Commissioner. Clear-
ly, the importance of statistical data in 
protecting refugees and finding dura-
ble solutions was recognized from the 
early days.

Numbers have long been considered 
an essential tool at both the field and 
global levels. It was not until the early

T
HE 2012 STATISTICAL 
YEARBOOK  comprises a 
Global Analysis and a series 
of tables in the Annex. The 
Global Analysis includes six 

chapters, providing detailed insight 
into global trends, levels, and patterns 
in populations under UNHCR’s man-
date. The main focus of Chapter I is to 
describe UNHCR’s data sources and the 
various methodologies applied to col-
lect and analyse data. It also provides 
insights into the processing of data and 
how statistical standards are being ad-
hered to. This chapter also includes 
the ‘external’ view on refugee data 
noted above, as seen through the eyes of 
a journalist.

With some 45.2 million people world-
wide being considered forcibly displaced 
due to persecution, conflict, generalized 
violence, and human rights violations 
at the end of 2012, Chapter II presents 
a global overview of the size, main ori-
gins, and destinations of the populations 
of concern to UNHCR.

Conflicts such as those in the Demo-
cratic Republic of the Congo, Mali, the 
Syrian Arab Republic, and the border 
area between South Sudan and Sudan 
have forced more than 1.1 million refu-
gees into neighbouring countries in 
2012. Chapter III reflects on the main pop-
ulation movements during the course of 
the year, with particular emphasis on 
durable solutions and new refugee out-

flows. This chapter also discusses the 
comprehensive solutions strategies for 
a number of refugee situations intro-
duced in 2012, as well as the impact this 
has had on UNHCR’s statistics.

The number of individual asylum 
applications registered with govern-
ments or UNHCR in 2012 almost 
reached the one million mark, reflect-
ing a continued increasing demand 
for international protection through-
out the year. Chapter IV provides an 
overview of asylum applications and 
components of the process of refugee 
status determination. This chapter also 
includes a historical overview of refu-
gee status determination carried out by 
UNHCR under its mandate.

1990s, however, that UNHCR started 
compiling, analysing, and disseminating 
data in a more systematic and compre-
hensive way. Since then, the scope and 
role of statistics on forced displacement 
have evolved steadily. Today, these data 
serve as vital sources of information for 
those interested in protecting displaced 
populations, monitoring global trends, 
and assessing UNHCR activities. Statis-
tics have become invaluable in design-
ing programmes on the basis of gender 
and age profiles or analysing trends in 
asylum and refugee admission. To con-
tinuously improve its statistics, UNHCR 
provides methodological advice and sup-
port to those compiling or analysing sta-
tistics, and participates in international 
fora to streamline asylum, refugee, and 
international migration statistics.

Dramatically improved and expand-
ed information technology tools and 
communication services have had a 
significant impact on the way UNHCR 

disseminates its statistics. The or-
ganization’s Statistical Online Popula-
tion Database [popstats.unhcr.org] was 
launched in 2006, and has since un-
dergone several rounds of improve-
ments, notably in 2012. In addition, 
the outbreak of multiple simultaneous 
refugee emergencies in recent years 
has required an adjustment to the way 
statistics are disseminated. Today, the 
operational web portals, such as the one 
for the Syrian refugee crisis, 12 provide 
daily statistics on refugee flows. ‘Open 
data’ has become a major slogan and is 
today supported by a significant num-
ber of international organizations col-
lecting and disseminating statistical 
information, including UNHCR.

In addition to expanding its com-
mitments to ‘open data’, UNHCR is 
also committed to providing a more 
open approach to data analysis. New 
to this Yearbook, UNHCR has opened 
up space to outside perspectives on the 

information reflected by the data. The 
Yearbook contains an article by a jour-
nalist and an entire section by a statisti-
cal expert, taking a deeper look into the 
demographic data available to UNHCR. 
In future, the Yearbook will expand the 
space for contribution and analysis by 
non-UNHCR sources, diversifying the 
perspectives reflected here.

At a time when the number of forci-
bly displaced persons is reaching new 
highs, the dissemination of statistics 
offers an even more important tool. It 
is with this view that the 2012 Statis-
tical Yearbook assesses recent levels 
and trends in populations of concern 
to UNHCR, reports on progress to-
wards durable solutions, and provides 
demographic data on beneficiaries of 
UNHCR’s protection and assistance 
programmes. As such, it aims to con-
tribute to informed decision-making.

The analysis of demographic char-
acteristics, such as sex and age, as well 
as information on the types of locations 
of populations, is discussed in Chapter V. 
This discussion also includes a histori-
cal demographic analysis of refugee data 
and how this population compares to 
the demography of its hosting countries.

Finally, with the number of refugee 
emergencies on the rise in recent years, 
Chapter VI provides insights, including 
statistical trends, into how UNHCR 
and its staff have managed to respond 
to such situations and challenges.

The tables appearing in the Annex 
provide additional detailed data for 
2012. Statistical data on historical trends 
that allow for easy global comparison 
by region and by country for all major 
themes can be found on UNHCR’s sta-
tistical website [www.unhcr.org/statistics] 
or can be downloaded from UNHCR’s 
Statistical Online Population Database 
at popstats.unhcr.org.

Statistics reflected in this Yearbook 
are, for the most part, those reported 
by UNHCR country offices, drawn 
either from their own data or those of 
the government. The use of estimates 
is clearly indicated. Some data con-
tained in this publication may differ 
from those published earlier, due to 
retroactive adjustments or the inclu-
sion of previously unavailable data. It is 
expected that the data contained in the 
2012 Yearbook will likewise be subject 
to minor future adjustments.  n

UNHCR identifies seven population 
categories, collectively referred to as 
‘persons of concern’: refugees, asylum-
seekers, internally displaced persons 
(IDPs), refugees who have returned 
home (returnees), IDPs who have re-
turned home, persons under UNHCR’s 
statelessness mandate, and others who 
do not fall under these categories but to 
whom the agency extends protection. 
In 2007, two sub-categories were also 

introduced: individuals in refugee-like 
situations (included under refugees) 
and those in IDP-like situations (in-
cluded under IDPs).

Refugees include individuals recog-
nized under the 1951 Convention relat-
ing to the Status of Refugees and its 1967 
Protocol; individuals recognized under 
the 1969 Organization of African Uni-
ty (OAU) Convention Governing the 
Specific Aspects of Refugee Problems 

in Africa; those recognized in accord-
ance with the UNHCR Statute; indi-
viduals granted complementary forms 
of protection; 13 and those enjoying 
‘temporary protection’. 14 The refugee 
category also includes individuals in 
refugee-like situations. 15

Asylum-seekers (with ‘pending cases’)
are individuals who have sought inter-
national protection and whose claims 
for refugee status have not yet been de-
termined. Those covered in this report 
refer to claimants whose individual 
applications were pending at the end 
of 2012, irrespective of when they may 
have been lodged.

Internally displaced persons are in-
dividuals or groups of individuals who 
have been forced to leave their homes 

Sources, Methods 
and Data Quality
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ELIABLE AND ACCURA-
TE DATA  are central to any 
effective policy-related deci-
sion-making on forced dis-
placement, which often re-

quires immediate humanitarian response 
to provide assistance and protection for 
affected populations. In such situations, 
poor policy decisions, based on inaccu-
rate or unreliable data, can have cata-
strophic humanitarian consequences.

Given these needs but also to stand 
the test of time, UNHCR seeks to en-
sure that data collection on displaced 

populations and other persons of con-
cern meets global scientific standards. 
As such, the sources and methods of 
data collection on the populations of 
concern to UNHCR need to be stand-
ardized and understood by all con-
cerned parties. It is equally important 
to ensure that users of this data clearly 
understand the proper ways to analyse 
and disseminate related information, in 
order to ensure effective and meaning-
ful subsequent decisions.

As a global leader on refugee statis-
tics, UNHCR has a mandate to regu-

larly collect and disseminate statistics 
on refugees and other persons of con-
cern. For this reason, the organization 
ensures that data on all persons of con-
cern are both timely and accurate. This 
chapter describes the various sources 
and methods of data collection used 
at all levels of UNHCR, ranging from 
the beneficiaries through the field and 
country offices to the agency’s head-
quarters. It also includes an ‘external’ 
view on refugee data as seen through 
the eyes of a journalist.

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or places of habitual residence – in par-
ticular as a result of or in order to avoid 
the effects of armed conflict, situations 
of generalized violence, violations of 
human rights, or natural or man-made 
disasters – but who have not crossed an 
international border. 16

UNHCR is involved in situations of 
internal displacement in a number of 
countries. The populations reported in 
its statistics are limited to conflict-gen-
erated IDPs or persons in an IDP-like 

situation, 17 to whom the agency extends 
protection or assistance. Therefore, 
UNHCR’s IDP statistics do not neces-
sarily reflect the entire IDP population 
in a given country but rather only those 
who are protected and/or assisted by 
the agency. Moreover, under the cluster 
approach, 18 UNHCR provides support 
to both IDPs and other affected persons, 
though the latter are not included in 
the statistics. Hence, UNHCR’s statis-
tics provide a comprehensive picture 
neither of global internal displacement 
nor of total numbers assisted by the 
agency in such situations. 19

Returned refugees (returnees) are 
former refugees who have returned to 
their country of origin, either sponta-
neously or in an organized fashion, but 
are yet to be fully integrated. Such re-
turns would normally only take place 

under conditions of safety and dignity. 
For the purposes of this report, only 
refugees who returned between Janu-
ary and December 2012 are included, 
though in practice operations may as-
sist returnees for longer periods.

Returned IDPs refer to those IDPs 
who were beneficiaries of UNHCR’s 
protection and assistance activities, and 
who returned to their areas of origin 
or habitual residence between January 
and December 2012. Again, in practice 
operations may assist IDP returnees for 
longer periods.

Persons under UNHCR’s statelessness 
mandate are defined under interna-
tional law as those not considered as 
nationals by any State under the opera-
tion of its law. In other words, they do 
not possess the nationality of any State. 
UNHCR statistics refer to persons who 
fall under the agency’s statelessness 
mandate because they are stateless ac-
cording to this international defini-
tion, but data from some countries may 
also include persons with undeter-
mined nationality.

UNHCR has been given a global 
mandate by the United Nations Gen-
eral Assembly to contribute to the pre-
vention and reduction of statelessness 
and the protection of stateless persons. 
The agency also performs a specific 
function, under Article 11 of the 1961

Convention on the Reduction of State-
lessness, by receiving claims from per-
sons who may benefit from the state-
lessness safeguards contained in that 
Convention, and by assisting them 
and the States concerned to resolve 
these claims.

Other groups or persons of concern
refer to individuals who do not nec-
essarily fall directly into any of the 
groups above but to whom UNHCR 
has extended its protection and/or as-
sistance services, based on humanitar-
ian or other special grounds.

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Data collection remains a complex pro-
cess involving many actors – govern-
ments, NGOs, implementing and ope-
rating partners, and the United Nations 
country teams, among others. This 
process is often a collaborative effort, in 
many cases requiring agreement by all 
parties involved. In the refugee context, 
data collection is typically coordina-
ted by UNHCR and the government 
concerned. Figure 1.2 depicts the scheme 
of key actors involved in data collection.

Over the past decade, the methods 
for collecting refugee-related data have 
remained virtually unchanged, with 
the main techniques continuing to be 
censuses, registrations, and surveys or 
estimations. Some countries rely on a 

single method while others use combi-
nations to provide refugee statistics. It 
is important to emphasize that the use 
of one particular method or another 
does not necessarily affect the qual-
ity of the data. However, registration 
has remained the main method used 

by UNHCR, likely because the agency 
attaches a great deal of importance to 
refugee registration.

Some 10 years ago, the agency rolled 
out its own registration software, 
known as proGres, 20 aimed at assisting 
with effective registration and the accu-

The principal actors of refugee-related 
data collection continue to be govern-
ments, UNHCR, and NGOs. Similar-
ly, States remain the primary agents 
around the world to register and care for 
refugees. In view of limited resources 
and capacity to collect refugee data by 
some States, UNHCR and its partners 
provide requisite resources and techni-
cal assistance for data collection.

For the past five years, UNHCR and 
governments have remained the ma-
jor sources of refugee data, often col-
lected either by governments alone, by 

UNHCR alone, or jointly by govern-
ments and UNHCR. Such joint collabo-
rations are the principal data collection 
methods in many developing countries, 
while in most industrialized coun-
tries these data are typically gathered 
by governments alone, with limited 
UNHCR involvement. Figure 1.1 shows 
the trends in refugee data providers 
from 2009 through 2012.

UNHCR continues to lead in the 
collection of refugee-related data, even 
though the number of countries where 
UNHCR exclusively provides such in-

formation has consecutively declined, 
from 76 in 2010 and 74 in 2011 to 70 in 
2012. Proportionally, there was no sig-
nificant change in the trends of refugee 
data providers between 2011 and 2012, 
though the proportion of countries 
where refugee data is exclusively pro-
vided by governments has gradually 
increased, from 33 per cent in 2010 to 
35 per cent in 2012.

UNHCR’s contribution as the sole 
provider of refugee data in particular 
countries has remained unchanged 
since 2011, at 41 per cent. During that 
same period, government contribu-
tions slightly increased, from 34 to 
35 per cent. Joint data collection be-
tween States and UNHCR accounted 
for 12 per cent, while NGOs and oth-
ers accounted for the remaining pro-
portion. Refugee data are typically 
reported by one single source in many 
countries, though in some countries 
refugee statistics may be obtained from 
multiple sources. Unlike the other pop-
ulations of concern, for which data cov-
erage may be more limited, more than 
185 countries and territories provided 
data on refugees in 2012.

DATA COLLECTION PROCESSES AND METHODS

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rate recording of refugee data in many 
of its operations around the world. Ef-
fective and accurate registration pro-
vides a firm foundation for the delivery 
of protection, assistance, and monitor-
ing, and the software has since become 
a vital resource tool for providing refu-
gee statistics. UNHCR’s refugee statis-
tics rely heavily on registration data 
extracted from the proGres database, 
which offers both legal and administra-
tive status on the provision of entitle-
ments to beneficiaries.

According to information sum-
marized in Figure 1.3, the number of 
countries using registration as their 
main method of refugee data collec-
tion in 2012 remained unchanged, at 
120. The vast majority of refugees re-
siding in camps have been registered, 
and this has contributed to the high 
proportion of registration. In addition, 
estimation as a method accounted for 
16 per cent, registration and estimation 
combined accounted for 6 per cent, and 
the remaining proportion came from 
various sources.

Each method of data collection is 
evaluated in order to determine its 
relevance and robustness for refugee 
statistics. Registration is mostly used 
in locations where UNHCR has an 

operational role, while estimation is 
used in many industrialized countries, 
particularly those that do not maintain 
a dedicated refugee register and thus 
are not in a position to provide related 
statistical information. In this analysis, 

UNHCR uses estimation based on of-
ficial data for the number of asylum-
seekers recognized over a 10-year pe-
riod. In 2012, the number of countries 
that used estimation remained un-
changed from 2011, at 28.

Because data are worth far less if they 
are not accurate, relevant, reliable, 
and timely, UNHCR continues to un-
dertake regular quality control of all 
annual statistical data it receives from 
offices around the world. In order to 
ensure completeness, consistency, and 
reliability of reported statistics, all data 
for the 2012 Yearbook have undergone 
standard data-cleaning techniques.

The processes of data quality con-
trol start in the field. Thereafter, data 
received at headquarters undergoes ad-
ditional validating procedures. Further, 
in 2012 the limitations of each data col-
lection method were evaluated to de-
termine the quality that they produced. 
This process also examined the capacity 
constraints of certain countries and the 
resulting reliability, credibility, and rel-
evance of the data from those countries.

To ensure that the sources of data 
are authentic, UNHCR continues to 
undertake triangulation exercises with 
principal actors (such as government 
authorities). This validation process is 
aimed at ensuring that data across the 
various countries are comparable, reli-
able, and credible. In order to ensure 
transparency, the agency’s data-control 
mechanism aims to be systematic and 
comprehensive, with the ultimate goal 
of providing robust statistics for mean-
ingful analysis and dissemination.

Other mechanisms used by UNHCR
for data control include biometric reg-
istration, information management 
strategies, training, and various mis-
sion supports. The introduction of bio-
metric registration has improved data 
quality, preventing both redundancies 
and waste while also allowing for the 

processing of refugee data within the 
shortest possible timeframe.

UNHCR has also put in place ef-
fective new information management 
strategies to streamline both the collec-
tion and dissemination of data. Promi-
nent among these are strengthening 
the predictability of information and 
deploying expert information manage-
ment personnel to various field loca-
tions at very short notice. As a result, 
UNHCR offices are being provided 
with the necessary support to effec-
tively manage the data they are both 
using and producing. The use of ad-
vanced information systems has rein-
forced the quality of information man-
agement across the countries where 
the agency operates, and this support 
mechanism has immensely contrib-
uted to improved data quality in the

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In 2012, the international community 
faced the planet’s worst refugee crisis 
in many years. Every day, on average, 
3,000 people became refugees. Trac-
king the data over the last 10 years, 
UNHCR and its partners have charted 
these rising waves of misery. Even as 
one wave has crashed and receded, ano-
ther has built, often nearby.

Today, more than 45 million people 
worldwide are displaced by violence 
or its threat, nearly half of them chil-
dren. They flee conflict, persecution, 
and catastrophe. To find and help them 
requires data. Indeed, to bring them 
food and water, educate their children, 
integrate them into their host societies, 
or help them to voluntarily and safely 
return home – each of these actions 
requires data.

According to UNHCR estimates, in 
2012, 6.4 million refugees lived in a total 

of 30 protracted crises, in 25 host coun-
tries. In the largest and most protracted 
refugee crisis, the total population of 
Afghan refugees living in Pakistan 
swelled to 2.6 million. That’s almost 
twice the population of Manhattan, in 
New York City. So many people have 
lived away from their homes for so long 
that the global community is said to be 
facing a permanent refugee crisis. The 
data trends indicate that the ranks of 
refugees will continue to climb in the 
coming decade.

Once the basic needs of refugees are 
secured, it is data that drive the three 
durable solutions: to help refugees in-
tegrate into their countries of asylum 
and to live in their new homes, to help 
them return home voluntarily if do-

ing so would not place them in dan-
ger, or to find them new places to live. 
The international community helps 
to keep millions of refugees alive and 
provides them with durable solutions 
to their crises by collecting and analys-
ing data. The better the data, the better 
the aid.

Centuries ago, one of science’s more 
historic insights was inspired by a map 
of one type of data. When cholera epi-
demics terrorized Europe and Amer-
ica during the 19

th century, one doctor 
charted his city’s cases by drawing dots 
on a map. Finding the cases clustered 
in a London square around a water 
pump, the doctor asked town officials 
to remove the handle from the pump. 
Thereafter, the cases stopped, and

operations where the new strategy has 
been implemented.

UNHCR provides training to all 
principal data collection agents. As part 
of the process of improving data qual-
ity, in 2012 the agency trained more 
than 60 personnel through its Op-
erational Data Management Learning 
Programme. The aim of this initiative 
was to promote effective data manage-
ment at the field level, and participants 
acquired skills in applying the appro-
priate methods and tools of data collec-
tion. Besides this regular learning pro-
gramme, the agency trains other staff 
members involved in data collection on 
the proper means of doing so. UNHCR 
has also provided various field support 
missions tasked with improving data 
quality, with Afghanistan, Pakistan, 
Jordan, and Myanmar, among oth-
ers, benefitting from these initiatives 
in 2012. 

STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP 
WITH NATIONAL STATISTICAL OFFICES

In an effort to further improve data col-
lection in the humanitarian context, in 

2012 UNHCR initiated a strategic colla-
boration with Statistics Norway, the na-
tional statistical office of Norway. The 
purpose of this collaboration is for qua-
lified staff from Statistics Norway to be 
seconded to UNHCR for short-term 
assignments to support operations in 
collecting, analysing, and dissemina-
ting statistical information. This col-
laboration is supported by the Norwe-
gian Refugee Council and is expected 
to yield its first positive results in 2013. 
UNHCR envisages similar collabora-
tions being extended to other national 
statistical offices around the world in 
coming years.

DATA USAGE 
AND ROUNDING NOTICE

Special attention should be paid when 
analysing data referring to a country 
that has dissolved or otherwise for-
mally ceased to exist. In the Statistical 
Yearbook, historical data pertaining 
to the former USSR, for instance, are 
reported under the Russian Federa-
tion, while information on the former 
Czechoslovakia is reported under the 

Czech Republic. Data for the former 
Yugoslavia as well as Serbia and Mon-
tenegro has been reported under Ser-
bia (and Kosovo: S/RES/1244 [1999]). 
Data pertaining to Sudan before the 
declaration of independence of South 
Sudan includes the latter; since inde-
pendence, data for South Sudan has 
been reported separately. In most tables 
in the Annex, meanwhile, the word 
‘Democratic’ has been abbreviated to 
‘Dem.’, while the word ‘Republic’ is 
often truncated to ‘Rep.’

It is also important to note that fig-
ures in the Yearbook are often round-
ed. Numbers below 1,000 are gener-
ally rounded to the nearest 10; between 
1,000 and 10,000, to the nearest 100; 
between 10,000 and 100,000, to the 
nearest 1,000; between 100,000 and 
1 million, to the nearest 10,000; and fig-
ures above 1 million are rounded to the 
nearest 100,000.

Finally, unless otherwise speci-
fied, the 2012 Statistical Yearbook does 
not refer to events occurring after 
31 December 2012.

Better data for better aid 21

– Contributed by Norman Green, producer –
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health officials realized that cholera 
spread through their drinking water.

This was the birth of the medical 
science of epidemiology. But it was also 
how the people of London learned to 
defeat cholera. Under the city’s streets, 
the water supply flowed through pipes 
linking the city’s neighbourhoods. So, 
all neighbourhoods – rich and poor – 
worked together to devise new, safe 
systems of pipes, providing fresh water 
to all.

There are two lessons here. The first 
is the importance of good data. The sec-
ond is that communities are intercon-
nected and need to share both the data 
and the responsibility to relieve crises. 
It’s one of science’s great leaps forward: 
Good data save lives.

YEAR OF THE URBAN REFUGEE

New conflicts and emergencies created 
challenging new trends in 2012. For 
instance, millions of refugees lived in 
cities over the course of the year, more 
than ever before. In this sense, 2012 was 
the year of the urban refugee.

Refugees from two of the most se-
rious crisis regions struggled to cope 
with the expense and complexity of city 
life. Refugees from Afghanistan, for in-
stance, lived in cities 
such as Islamabad and 
Peshawar in Pakistan. 
Likewise, about one in 
10 refugees from the 
conflict in the Syrian 
Arab Republic did not 
live in the well-known 
Za’atari refugee camp 
but rather in Jordanian 
cities such as Amman 
and Zarqa, often resid-
ing in unheated or un-
furnished apartments 
or garages.

In these cities, refu-
gees faced overcrowd-
ing, high rents, and ex-
orbitant costs for necessities like food and 
heat, as well as growing problems inte-
grating into their host cultures. These 
families and individuals also pose spe-
cial challenges. Because they are spread 
throughout urban centres, they are often 
harder to find, making data collection 
more difficult.

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During 2012, UNHCR deepened its 
data collection abilities with the use 
of new technologies, including satel-
lite imaging, interactive mapping, text 
messaging, and forms of biometric 
registration like digital fingerprint-
ing. Biometric registration increased 
the agency’s efficiency by improving 
the accuracy of its data and reducing 
redundancies like multiple counting. It 
also helped to prevent the misidentifi-
cation of refugees. The agency and its 
partners also used older technologies 
in innovative ways. For instance, text 
messaging was used to locate refugees, 
while electronic vouchers and cash 
cards helped in the provision of finan-
cial assistance, counselling, medical 
services, and education.

Improved data collection methods 
have also allowed UNHCR and its 
partners to improve the quality of aid 
offered. Using enhanced techniques 
such as participatory assessment, these 
methods include directly involving 
refugees in the design of data collec-
tion processes and working closely 

with beneficiaries to understand their 
changing needs.

As UNHCR’s data have grown more 
comprehensive, increasingly nuanced 
refugee profiles are emerging. For exam-
ple, the data from 2012 show that nearly 
three children died every day from mal-
nutrition and preventable illnesses like 
diarrhoea in the refugee camps of South 
Sudan, where families from the Blue 
Nile region of Sudan sought refuge.

Elsewhere, a participatory assess-
ment for Syrian refugees in Jordan fo-
cused on the protection of urban refu-
gees. These individuals were found to 
need aid as basic as money for food and 
clothes as well as more complex help 
like medical care, legal aid, counselling 
for post-traumatic stress, job training, 
child protection and education, protec-
tion from gender-based and sexual vio-
lence, and help integrating comfortably 
into their host society.

UNHCR’s data collection trend is 
towards sustaining a constant dialogue 
with refugees to articulate their needs 
and challenges. Partnering with ben-

eficiaries in this way deepens the qual-
ity of data, increasing the effectiveness 
of aid and helping to break refugees’ 
isolation. In cities like Kuala Lumpur, 
Cartagena, Sana’a, and Damascus, ur-
ban refugees benefited from increased 
UNHCR engagement with the com-
munities in which they lived.

Refugees have often fled dangerous 
conditions in their home countries only 
to find themselves again in peril in their 
host states, and this is critical informa-
tion for humanitarian agencies to have. 
Refugees from the conflict in Sudan in 
2012 contended with the spread of mal-
nutrition and preventable diseases, as 
well as human trafficking. Somali refu-
gees (whose numbers swelled to over 
1.13 million) fleeing military conflict 
and severe famine in their home coun-
try faced military attacks in the Kenyan 
camps where they sought asylum. This 
underscores the challenge of collecting 
data and delivering aid in the midst of 
military conflict, as well as the effects of 
cross-border conflict on civilian popula-
tions fleeing shifting lines of fire.

DATA SOVEREIGNTY AND RESPONSIBILITY

The frequent lack of coordination between 
countries of origin and host countries 
raises questions about sovereignty over 
data, as well. Because States have the pri-
mary responsibility to register and care 
for refugees, conflicts of interest can arise 
when either countries of origin or host 
countries are at war with or are actively 
targeting displaced communities.

Better data help to enhance legal 
protections for refugees in host coun-
tries and provide momentum to legisla-
tive initiatives to defend refugees from 
refoulement, placing them back home in 
the way of harm. But the increasingly 
complex situations refugees faced in 
their host countries in 2012 – living in 
conflict conditions, in remote locations, 
or both – posed great challenges to gath-
ering data and delivering aid.

In Mali, some 380,000 persons fled 
armed conflict in 2012, with more than 
150,000 Malians seeking refuge in the 
neighbouring states of Burkina Faso, 
Mauritania, and Niger. This region 
already suffers from drought and food 
insecurity, and armed conflict made the 

north of Mali virtually inaccessible to 
humanitarian actors. Overall, almost 
half a million Malians were forcibly 
displaced in 2012, and UNHCR was 
able to help only about a third of them.

The major refugee countries of 
origin change from year to year, as do 
the host countries. But what does not 
change is the fact that the countries pro-
viding asylum to the greatest number 
of refugees are among the least able to 
support them economically. The data 
reveal that in 2012, once again, the coun-
tries hosting the most refugees were 
among the least developed. And again, 
generally speaking, those with the high-
est standards of living and the greatest 
abilities to help hosted the fewest. Such 
decisions are not deliberate, of course, 
but rather a simple dynamic of proxim-
ity. A few States host disproportionate 
communities of refugees due to their 
nearness to conflict and catastrophe.

Meanwhile, exponentially growing 
computer processing capacity grants 
science the power to collect and man-
age ever-larger datasets. These in turn 

provide the international community 
with greater views of the global dis-
placement of people from their homes, 
and deeper understanding of the details 
of their needs. With greater data, how-
ever, comes greater responsibility.

This global perspective – of human 
beings forcibly displaced from their 
homes, of people living without the 
protection of their States – makes it 
clear that responsibility cannot solely 
reside in host countries. Refugee fami-
lies are not just dots on a map. Human 
dignity insists that States share respon-
sibility for displaced people and vouch-
safe their future.

This global view of the world’s, per-
haps permanent, refugee crisis also 
lights the way to enduring solutions. 
Shared data and shared responsibility 
mitigate suffering. Increased coordina-
tion among countries of origin and host 
countries lessen misery. The nations 
of the world are linked by the flow of 
families seeking refuge, and it behoves 
every nation to acknowledge every ref-
ugee family and to protect them.  n

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Population Levels 
and Trends

At the end of 2012, the global number of 
refugees under UNHCR’s mandate was 
estimated at 10.5 million. Outflows of 
more than 1.1 million refugees, mainly 
from the Democratic Republic of the 
Congo, Mali, Somalia, Sudan, and the 
Syrian Arab Republic, stretched global 
emergency response systems for the 
third year in a row. The 2012 increase, of 
a size not seen since the early 1990s, was 
partly offset by the voluntary return of 
some half a million refugees, primarily 
to Afghanistan, Côte d’Ivoire, and Iraq. 
Further reductions in global refugee 
figures resulted from the application 
of the cessation clause to Angolan and 
Liberian refugees across sub-Saharan 
Africa, 22 and from the revision of go-
vernment estimates for Iraqi refugees 
in Jordan and the Syrian Arab Republic. 
Despite the significant number of new 
arrivals, the global refugee population 
thus grew by less than 100,000 people 
compared to 2011.

Table 2.1 shows that 3.5 million refu-
gees, or one third (34%) of the total, 
were residing in countries covered by 
UNHCR’s Asia and Pacific region. Of 
these, 2.5 million were Afghans (70%). 
In addition, sub-Saharan Africa was 
host to almost 2.8 million refugees, or 
one quarter of the total, primarily from 
Somalia (799,300), Sudan (527,800), and 

the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
(476,500). The Middle East and North 
Africa region hosted some 1.6 million, 
or 15 per cent of the world’s refugees, 
mainly from Iraq (554,500) and the Syr-
ian Arab Republic (442,300), while Eu-
rope hosted another 1.8 million (17%). In 
Europe, refugees from the Syrian Arab 
Republic (284,400) and Serbia (and Ko-
sovo: S/RES/1244 [1999]) (155,400) were 
the largest groups. With 806,500 refu-
gees, the Americas region hosted the 
smallest share of refugees (8%) globally. 
Here, Colombians (391,100) constituted 
the largest number. 23

Two major developments impacted 
refugee figures in the Middle East and 
North Africa region. First, conflict in 
the Syrian Arab Republic forced some 
647,000 people to seek refuge in Egypt, 
Iraq, Jordan, Lebanon, Turkey, and 
other countries in the region. Second, 
government estimates of Iraqi refugees 
in the Syrian Arab Republic and Jordan 
were revised downward to 534,400 at 
the end of 2012. This revision reflects 
that a number of Iraqis have returned 

Protracted 
refugee situations
UNHCR defines a protracted refugee 
situation  as one in which 25,000 or more refugees of 

the same nationality have been in exile for five years or 

longer in a given asylum country. Based on this definition, 

it is estimated that some 6.4 million refugees were in a 

protracted situation by the end of 2012. These refugees 

were living in 25 host countries, accounting for an overall 

total of 30 protracted situations.  •

I
N 2012, THE POPULATIONS  
of concern to UNHCR witnessed 
dramatic changes. During the 
course of the year, changes in the 
sizes, trends, and flows of these 

populations were noticed in some coun-
tries more than others. This chapter 
focuses on the magnitude and general 
flows of refugees, asylum-seekers, re-
turnees, stateless persons, and inter-
nally displaced persons (IDPs). Unless 
otherwise indicated, the total numbers 
of IDPs covered in this chapter are 
those generated exclusively by conflict 
and who benefited from UNHCR’s as-
sistance and/or protection activities.

Crises in the Syrian Arab Republic, 
Mali, the Democratic Republic of the 
Congo, and the Central African Re-
public significantly contributed to the 
higher numbers of refugee and IDP 
populations during 2012. The crisis in 
the Syrian Arab Republic in particular 
shifted the balance of origins of refu-
gees for the entire past decade.

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to Iraq or moved onward to other coun-
tries since their arrival. In addition, 
some 54,000 Malian refugees fled to 
Mauritania in early 2012, while more 
than 22,000 Somali refugees arrived 
in Yemen.

In sub-Saharan Africa, the number 
of refugees increased for the third con-
secutive year. By the end of 2012, there 
were close to 2.8 million refugees in 
sub-Saharan Africa, 81,000 more than 
at the beginning of the year and more 
than half a million more than two years 
earlier. Nevertheless, the numbers 
remained below those in 2000, when 
more than 3.4 million people were refu-
gees in sub-Saharan Africa.

Major refugee outflows in sub-Sa-
haran Africa were reported from the 
Democratic Republic of the Congo, 
Mali, Somalia, and Sudan. The out-
break of violence in the Democratic Re-
public of the Congo led to new internal 
displacement of more than one million 
people, as well as to outflows of tens of 

thousands of Congolese into Uganda 
(40,200), Rwanda (17,000), and Burundi 
(8,200). 24 As observed in earlier years, 
ongoing violence and drought in south-
ern and central Somalia continued to 
force large numbers to flee; in 2012, 
75,000 Somalis sought refuge abroad, 
mainly in Ethiopia (35,800), Yemen 
(22,300), and Kenya (13,800). Overall, 
some 763,000 Somalis, or an estimated 
8 per cent of the population, have left 
the country during the past six years.

The outbreak of war in Mali result-
ed in a large-scale refugee movement 
in 2012, when an estimated 143,000

people fled to Mauritania (54,000), Ni-
ger (50,200), and Burkina Faso (38,400). 
Conflict in Sudan led to an outflow 
of 112,500 refugees to South Sudan 
(100,000) and Ethiopia (12,500), while 
more than 35,000 refugees from South 
Sudan arrived in Ethiopia. Elsewhere 
in the region, a total of 272,800 refu-
gees across sub-Saharan Africa were 
able to return home in safety and dig-
nity, including to Côte d’Ivoire (72,800), 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
(71,900), Burundi (35,700), 25 Liberia 
(29,400), and Angola (19,700).

In the Americas, the refugee popu-
lation remained virtually unchanged, 
at roughly 806,500. The United States 
of America accounted for one third of 
refugees in this region, according to 

UNHCR estimates (262,000). 26 Some 
1,500 Colombians were granted refugee 
status in Ecuador, bringing the total 
number of Colombian refugees (54,600) 
and persons in a refugee-like situation 
(68,300) to almost 123,000 at the end 
of 2012. In the Bolivarian Republic of 
Venezuela, the estimated number of 
Colombian refugees and persons in a 
refugee-like situation remained un-
changed, at 203,600.

In the Asia and Pacific region, the 
total number of refugees, including 
individuals in a refugee-like situation, 
was estimated at 3.5 million at the end 
of 2012, a decrease of 2 per cent during 
the year. This was largely due to the vol-
untary repatriation of almost 100,000 
Afghan refugees from Pakistan and 
the Islamic Republic of Iran, as well as 
UNHCR-facilitated departures for re-
settlement of more than 34,000 refugees 
out of Malaysia, Nepal, and Thailand.

In Europe, the refugee population 
increased by 243,400 people to 1.8 mil-
lion at the end of 2012 (+16%), largely as 
a result of the arrival of 308,000 Syr-
ian refugees in Turkey. Some 68,600 of 
these individuals returned spontane-
ously to their country over the course 
of the year. An additional 18,400 Syrian 
asylum-seekers were granted interna-
tional protection on an individual basis 
across Europe. The increase in Syrian

refugees across Europe was partly off-
set by a revision of UNHCR’s refugee 
estimate for the United Kingdom, from 
193,600 to 149,800. 27

COUNTRIES OF ASYLUM

With two exceptions, the 10 major refu-
gee-hosting countries in 2012 were the 
same as in 2011. The United States of 
America dropped out of the list of the 
top 10, and Turkey moved in into 10

th

place [see Figure 2.1]. Together, these 
10 countries hosted 5.8 million refugees, 
or 55 per cent of the total worldwide.

Pakistan continued to host the larg-
est number of refugees in the world 
(1.64 million), nearly all from Afghani-
stan. This country’s overall figure de-
creased by 64,000 people compared to 
the start of the year, mainly due to the 
voluntary repatriation of Afghan refu-
gees. The Islamic Republic of Iran host-
ed 868,200 refugees by year-end, almost 
all of which were Afghans. An overall 
drop of 18,200 refugees was observed, 
mainly due to repatriating Afghans.

Germany reported 589,700 refugees 
at the end of 2012, an increase of 3 per 

cent (+18,000 people), making it the 
third largest refugee-hosting country in 
the world. 28 Kenya ranked fourth with 
564,900 refugees, virtually unchanged 
from the start of the year (566,500). In 
light of the deteriorating humanitar-
ian situation and escalating violence in 
the Syrian Arab Republic, the govern-
ment estimate for Iraqi refugees in the 
country was revised from 750,000 to 
471,400, assuming that a number of Ira-

qis had left the country. UNHCR con-
tinued to provide assistance to 62,700 
registered Iraqi refugees in the Syrian 
Arab Republic by end-2012. Including 
other groups, the total number of refu-
gees in the Syrian Arab Republic was 
476,500 at year-end, making it the fifth 
largest refugee-hosting country.

Ethiopia continued to receive new 
arrivals in 2012, with 94,000 people 
seeking refuge, mostly from Somalia

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Countries’ contributions to interna-
tional refugee protection can take 
many forms. These include providing 
asylum, offering refugees a durable 
solution, and providing funds for pro-
tection and assistance activities – inclu-
ding in other, usually less prosperous, 
countries. Developing countries can 
often host large groups of refugees, 
placing an extra burden on their com-
munities. To assist these countries, the 
international community provides re-
sources through UNHCR, other inter-
national agencies, non-governmental 
organizations, or bilaterally.

The ratio of the size of a country’s 
hosted refugee population to its aver-
age income level – according to Gross 
Domestic Product (GDP) (Purchasing 
Power Parity, or PPP) 29 per capita 30 – 
provides a proxy measure of the burden 
of hosting refugees that also permits a 
better comparison between countries. 
When the number of refugees per 
1 USD GDP (PPP) per capita is high, the 
relative contribution and effort made 
by countries, in relation to their na-
tional economy, can also be considered 

to be high. This indicator shows that 
in 2012, the 25 countries with the larg-
est number of refugees per 1 USD GDP 
(PPP) per capita were all developing 
countries, and included 17 Least Devel-
oped Countries. More than 5.1 million 
refugees, representing about half of the 

world’s refugees, resided in countries 
whose GDP (PPP) per capita was below 
USD 5,000.

In 2012, Pakistan had the high-
est number of refugees in relation to 
its national economy [see Figure 2.2], 
hosting 550 refugees per 1 USD GDP 

(35,800) and South Sudan (35,200) but 

also Sudan (12,500) and Eritrea (10,700). 

Since 2008, when Ethiopia was host to 

83,600 refugees, figures in that coun-

try have more than quadrupled. By 

the end of 2012, the refugee popula-

tion had grown to 376,400 and Ethiopia 

was hosting the sixth largest refugee 

population in the world. The refugee 

population in Chad remained relatively 

stable at 373,700, compared to 366,500 

at the end of 2011.

In Jordan, the government estimate 

of Iraqi refugees was revised down, 

from 450,000 to 63,000. This reduction 

was partly offset by the arrival of more 

than 131,000 Syrian refugees. The to-

tal number of refugees in Jordan stood 

at 302,700 by year-end, making it the 

eighth largest refugee-hosting coun-

try in the world. In China, meanwhile, 

reported numbers of refugees have re-

mained largely unchanged since the 

early 1980s, and the country featured as 

the ninth largest refugee-hosting coun-

try in 2012.

In Turkey, however, there were sig-

nificant new arrivals in 2012. More than 

307,700 Syrian refugees arrived over 

the course of the year and were granted 

temporary protection by the Govern-

ment of Turkey. With the return of 

68,600 people to the Syrian Arab Re-

public, the number was 248,500 at 

the end of 2012. Combined with other 

refugee populations, the total num-

ber of refugees in Turkey was 267,100, 

moving it from the 59
th to the 10th most 

important refugee-hosting country 

in the space of just a single year. In no 

other country has the change been 

so dramatic.

(PPP) per capita. Ethiopia was second, 
with 317 refugees per 1 USD GDP (PPP) 
per capita, followed by Kenya (305), 
Chad (212), South Sudan (192), and the 
Democratic Republic of the Congo 
(147). The first developed country in 
this regard was Germany, in 30

th place, 
with 15 refugees per 1 USD GDP (PPP) 
per capita.

These rankings change when the 
number of refugees is compared to the 
national population of the host country. 
Here, Jordan tops the list with 47 refu-
gees per 1,000 inhabitants, followed 
by Chad (32), Lebanon (31), Congo (24), 
and Djibouti (23) [see Figure 2.3]. Chad, 
South Sudan, and the Syrian Arab Re-
public are the only countries among the 
top 10 for both indicators.

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At the end of 2012, Afghanistan, So-
malia, Iraq, the Syrian Arab Republic, 
and Sudan were the top five source 
countries of refugees. With the excep-
tion of the Syrian Arab Republic, this 
was comparable to the end of 2011, when 
Afghanistan, Iraq, Somalia, Sudan, and 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
were the top-ranking source countries. 
For 2012, the top five source countries 
accounted for more than half (55%) of all 
refugees under UNHCR’s responsibi-
lity worldwide [see Figure 2.4].

With close to 2.6 million refugees 
in 82 countries, Afghanistan remained 
the leading country of origin of refu-
gees in 2012. Indeed, the country has 
remained at the top of this list for 32 
consecutive years, with numbers vary-
ing from 500,000 refugees at the onset 
of the crisis in 1979 to more than 6.3
million at its peak in 1990. On average, 
one out of every four refugees in the 
world is from Afghanistan, with 95 per 
cent of these located in Pakistan and 
the Islamic Republic of Iran. Outside 
the immediate region, Germany hosted 
the largest number of Afghans, an esti-
mated 31,700 people.

Somalis were the second largest ref-
ugee group under UNHCR’s responsi-
bility, with more than 1.1 million people 
at the end of 2012, some 60,000 more 
than at the start of the year. Between 
2007 and 2011, more than half a mil-
lion Somalis arrived in Ethiopia and 
Kenya as a result of conflict and vio-
lence combined with drought and fam-
ine. One positive sign during 2012 was 
that the refugee outflow slowed down, 
with 35,800 arriving in Ethiopia and 
13,800 in Kenya. In addition, 3,200 So-
malis fled to Djibouti while some 
22,300 embarked on a perilous journey 
across the Gulf of Aden or the Red Sea 
to Yemen.

Despite significant revisions of fig-
ures, Iraqis were the third largest refu-
gee group in 2012, with an estimated 
746,200 persons, mainly in the Syr-
ian Arab Republic (471,400) and Jor-
dan (63,000). This is almost half of the 
figure reported in 2011 (1.4 million), as 
governments reduced their estimates 
in both countries on the assumption 
that many people had returned to Iraq 
or moved elsewhere. Other important 
host countries of Iraqi refugees were 

Germany (49,800) and the Islamic Re-
public of Iran (44,100).

Conflict in the Syrian Arab Republic 
forced 647,000 people to flee, mainly 
to neighbouring countries. This was 
the largest annual exodus by a single 
refugee group since 1999, when more 
than 867,000 people fled Kosovo (S/
RES/1244 [1999]), primarily to Albania, 
Bosnia and Herzegovina, and the for-
mer Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia. 
The total number of Syrian refugees 
at end-2012 was 729,000, making this 
the fourth largest refugee group in the 
world – a large jump from 36

th place a 
year earlier.

Sudan was the fifth largest country 
of origin, with 569,000 refugees under 
UNHCR’s mandate at the end of 2012, 
up from 387,100 

31 two years earlier. 
Fighting in the southern areas of Sudan 
drove 100,000 persons to seek refuge 
in South Sudan and another 12,500 in 
Ethiopia during the year. Since the out-
break of conflict in 2011, an estimated 
218,000 Sudanese have fled the country.

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This section briefly examines the pro-
portion of nationals who are refugees, 
in order to determine their magnitude 
relative to their country of origin. This 
indicator implies that the higher this 
proportion, the greater the number 
of citizens who have fled their native 
country. Refugee movements in the last 
five years have had a significant impact 
on increases and declines in this indica-
tor. One of the most striking outcomes 
of such a comparison is the dramatic 
jump in the percentage of Syrians who 
became refugees compared to the size 
of the resident population in the Syrian 
Arab Republic. The figure increased 
from 0.07 per cent in 2008 to 3.38 per 
cent in 2012. This was to be expected, 
however, in view of the deteriorating 
situation in that country over the past 
two years.

In 2008, Afghan refugees consti-
tuted 10.48 per cent when compared to 
Afghanistan’s resident population. This 
proportion has since declined to 9.10 per 
cent in 2012, partly as a result of Afghan 
refugees returning to their country of 
origin. In the case of Somalia, on the 
other hand, the proportion of nationals 
who are refugees has almost doubled, 

from 6.14 per cent in 2008 to 11.79 per 
cent in 2012, largely because of major 
Somali refugee arrivals in Kenya and 
Ethiopia in recent years. Other coun-
tries that continued to witness either 
steady or sudden increases in the pro-
portion of their nationals being refugees 

include Sudan, Eritrea, Mali, and the 
Central African Republic. In contrast, 
the proportion of refugees from Bhu-
tan compared to its national popula-
tion showed a dramatic decline over the 
years, mostly due to large-scale resettle-
ment out of refugee camps in Nepal.

Other main source countries of ref-
ugees were the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo, Myanmar, and Colombia. 
The number of Congolese refugees in-
creased for the fifth consecutive year, 
reaching an all-time high by year-end 
(509,300). Some 40,000 Congolese 
were granted prima facie refugee status 
in Uganda, while an additional 25,300 
Congolese were recognized on an indi-
vidual basis, mainly in Rwanda (15,100) 
and Burundi (6,400). The numbers of 
refugees from Myanmar (415,400) and 
Colombia (394,100) remained relatively 
stable compared to 2011. The figure 
for Myanmar included an estimated 
200,000 unregistered people in Bang-
ladesh, while the figure for Colombians 
included refugees as well as individuals 
in refugee-like situations in Ecuador, 
the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, 
and Panama.

The Internal Displacement Monitoring 
Centre estimated the global number of 
persons displaced by armed conflict, 
generalized violence, and human rights 
violations at the end of 2012 at some 28.8
million, the highest figure in more than 
two decades. 33 The number of IDPs, 
including individuals in IDP-like situa-
tions, 34 who benefited from UNHCR’s
protection and assistance activities 
stood at almost 17.7 million at the end of 
2012. This was also the highest figure 
on record, and 2.2 million more than at 
the start of the year (15.5 million).

Where UNHCR was engaged with 
IDP populations, offices reported at least 

five million newly displaced people in 
2012, particularly in the Democratic 
Republic of the Congo and the Syrian 
Arab Republic. Among those countries 
where UNHCR was operational, close 
to 1.6 million IDPs returned home 
during the reporting period, many 
with UNHCR’s assistance. 35 UNHCR
figures for end-2012 included IDP pop-
ulations in a total of 26 countries.

With some four million internally 
displaced people registered by the gov-
ernment since 1997, Colombia contin-
ued to face a large displacement situa-
tion. Likewise, escalating conflict and 
violence in the Syrian Arab Republic

ASYLUM-SEEKERS

Those asylum-seekers that are in-
cluded in the total population of 
concern to UNHCR are individuals 
who are awaiting a final decision on 
their applications for asylum or refugee 
status. The figures in this section refer 
to claimants whose applications were 
pending as of the end of 2012, irrespec-
tive of when they were lodged, and may 
include undecided or pending cases 
from previous years. 32

Worldwide, at least 928,200 indi-
viduals were still awaiting a decision on 
their asylum claims at the end of 2012, 
the highest number since 2009. This 
figure included those at all stages of the 
asylum process. Despite improved re-
porting in recent years, the global num-
ber of undecided cases presented here 
is incomplete, as some countries, par-
ticularly in the industrialized world, do 
not report these figures.

INTERNALLY DISPLACED PERSONS
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displaced an estimated two million 
within that country, and affected an 
estimated four million more by the end 
of the year. Despite experiencing access 
and security constraints, UNHCR was 
able to assist an estimated 700,000 in-
dividuals in 2012.

Elsewhere, renewed fighting in the 
Democratic Republic of the Congo dis-
placed more than a million people dur-
ing the year, bringing the total number 
of IDPs in the country to almost 2.7 mil-
lion by the end of 2012. At the same 
time, 305,000 IDPs were able to return 
home, some soon after their displace-
ment. War in Mali in 2012 displaced 
more than 227,000 people within the 
country. Inter-communal tensions in 
Rakhine state of Myanmar resulted in 
115,000 people fleeing their homes, and 
the total number of IDPs in Myanmar 
was estimated at 430,000 by year-end. 
Renewed conflict and security concerns 
displaced 203,000 people in Afghani-
stan in 2012, and by the end of the year 
the number of IDPs in that country was 
estimated at almost half a million. Fi-
nally, significant numbers of new inter-
nal displacement caused by conflict or 
violence were also reported by Pakistan 
(362,000), South Sudan (190,500), the 
Philippines (178,000), Libya (143,000), 
and Sudan (104,000).

Although millions of people were 
newly displaced during the year, oth-
ers were able to return to their places 
of habitual residence. In collaboration 
with the Yemeni authorities, UNHCR 
assisted tens of thousands of people in

making their ways back home. This 
was the first significant number of 
returns since May 2011, when fight-
ing between government troops and 
militants erupted in southern Yemen. 
Overall, although some 107,000 IDPs 
in Yemen returned over the course of 
the year, the number of IDPs protected 
or assisted by UNHCR in Yemen re-
mained high, at around 385,300.

Some 219,000 Iraqis returned to their 
homes in 2012, reducing the number of 
IDPs protected or assisted by UNHCR 
in the country to 1.1 million. Similarly, 
the number of people still displaced 
in Côte d’Ivoire dropped to 45,000 by 
year-end, as 96,000 people returned 
to their places of habitual residence. 
Although more than 100,000 people 
in Sudan headed home, the number of 
IDPs protected or assisted by UNHCR 
in that country remained high, at ap-
proximately 1.8 million 36 by the end 
of the year. In Somalia, the IDP figure 
was an estimated 1.1 million, including 
large numbers in Mogadishu and the 
Afgooye Corridor. Overall, the highest 
numbers of IDP returns were reported 
in the Philippines (336,000), the Demo-
cratic Republic of the Congo (305,000), 
Iraq (219,000), and Libya (177,500).

Most refugees 
live in developing 
countries
The percentage of refugees  residing in 

developing countries has increased over the past 

decade. Ten years ago, developing countries hosted 

on average 70 per cent of the world’s refugees, while 

this figure now stands at 81 per cent. 

By the end of 2012,  developing countries 

hosted 8.5 million refugees. The 49 Least Developed 

Countries provided asylum to 2.5 million refugees, 

24 per cent of the global total.

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Identifying stateless persons remains 
key to addressing the difficulties they 
face, and to enabling UNHCR to ful-
fil its mandate to prevent and reduce 
statelessness and protect stateless in-
dividuals. Measuring statelessness is 
complicated by the nature of the phe-
nomenon, given that stateless people 
often live in precarious situations on 
the margins of society. They frequently 
lack identity documentation and are 
subject to discrimination, and only a 
minority of countries have procedures 

in place for their identification, regis-
tration, and documentation.

UNHCR’s Executive Committee 
has called on the agency to undertake 
research “to promote an increased un-
derstanding of the nature and scope of 
the problem of statelessness”. It has also 
encouraged States in possession of statis-
tics on stateless persons or individuals 
with undetermined nationality to share 
them with UNHCR. 37 In 2012, UNHCR 
issued updated guidance to its field of-
fices on the reporting of statistics for 

populations that fall under the agency’s 
statelessness mandate. This guidance 
reflects efforts undertaken to clarify the 
definition of a stateless person under 
Article 1 of the 1954 Convention relating 
to the Status of Stateless Persons. 38 For 
2012, UNHCR’s statistics on persons 
under its statelessness mandate mainly 
comprise stateless persons – those who 
are not considered as nationals by any 
State under the operation of its law. Data 
from some countries also include per-
sons of undetermined nationality.

Improving statistics on stateless populations: 
Libya as a case study

In 2012, UNHCR engaged 
a research firm  to assess 

the prevalence of statelessness 

among specific ethnic groups 

in southern Libya, identify 

causal factors, and formulate 

recommendations to enhance 

protection and access to 

identity documents. The 

research focused on four 

specific tribal populations 

(the Tebu, Tuareg, Mahamid, 

and Hassawna), identified 

through a literature review 

and field visits as having 

particular difficulty in obtaining 

nationality documentation and 

accessing public services. The 

legal and protection situation 

of these target groups were 

compared to a control group 

of Libyan nationals who report 

no difficulties in obtaining 

confirmation of nationality or 

enjoying associated rights.

 The research methodology 

included both primary and 

secondary research studies. 

Secondary research consisted 

of a desk study of the relevant 

historical episodes, decrees, 

legislative amendments, and 

policy changes that have 

affected the nationality status 

of the groups concerned. This 

research also examined the 

purpose and legal significance 

of specific forms of official 

identity documents issued 

in Libya, which provide 

evidence of nationality status. 

Primary research involved the 

administration of a randomized 

household survey over a period 

of three months covering 700 

individuals in seven selected 

districts (Sabha, Ash Shati, Ghat, 

Murzuq, Wadi Al Hayat, Nalut, 

and Al Kufrah).

 On the basis of the household 

survey, along with an analysis 

of Libyan nationality law, a 

detailed report on the legal 

and protection situation of 

the populations under study 

was prepared. The project 

report noted that 77 per 

cent of survey respondents 

are Libyan nationals, but 

revealed that certain ethnic 

and regional populations 

within this subgroup face 

difficulties in securing a range 

of identity documents that 

confirm nationality status and 

are required to access various 

public services. The remaining 

23 per cent were found to be of 

undetermined nationality. 

 While there was conclusive 

evidence that individuals in 

this sub-group are not Libyan 

nationals (including having 

been formally rejected by 

the competent authorities 

for confirmation of Libyan 

citizenship), respondents within 

the group reported having 

significant links to other States, 

connections that could form 

the basis of possessing other 

nationalities. The report noted 

the importance, therefore, of 

further inquiry into the laws 

and practices of neighbouring 

States to clarify whether these 

survey respondents and others 

in a similar category possess 

other nationalities – absent 

which, they would be stateless.

 The household survey also 

confirmed that populations 

lacking nationality 

documentation face a wide 

range of protection issues. 

These include limited access 

to primary education (with 70 

per cent of undocumented 

Tebu children in one district 

unable to attend public school), 

informal and precarious 

arrangements concerning land 

tenure and tenancy (with 

only half of the total survey 

population possessing deeds 

or leases to enforce their 

property rights), and limited 

access to political rights (with 

more than 80 per cent of two 

tribal groups, the Mahamid and 

Hassawna, finding it impossible 

to vote in the 2012 elections 

due to their lack of nationality 

documents).

 The project report also 

offered short- and long-term 

recommendations. Short-term 

interventions could include 

capacity-building for local 

administrative authorities, 

public awareness campaigns 

for undocumented and isolated 

tribal populations, and the 

provision of assistance to 

groups with limited access 

to public services. Long-term 

recommendations include 

advocating for law reforms 

to ensure greater harmony 

with international standards, 

improving the efficiency 

and comprehensiveness 

of nationality courts, and 

strengthening the civil registry 

to include all residents of 

the country.  •

STATELESS PERSONS
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Statistics on stateless persons can 
be gathered using several methods, 
through analyses of civil registration 
data, population censuses, or targeted 
surveys. 39 The United Nations recom-
mendations on population censuses un-
derscore the importance of including 
questions related to citizenship, includ-
ing statelessness. 40 Census data for 10 
countries are included in this year’s sta-
tistics, compared to two just three years 
ago. With the 2010 World Population and 
Housing Census Programme 41 drawing 
to a close and as census results are grad-
ually being released by national statis-
tical offices, UNHCR expects further 
improvements in this data.

This report only includes data on 
countries for which reliable official 
statistics or estimates of stateless popu-
lations were available. Despite the in-
creased number of countries reporting 
and the enhanced reliability of their 
figures, UNHCR was unable to provide 
comprehensive statistics on the num-
ber of stateless persons in all countries 
around the world. Annex Table 7 in-
cludes some countries (marked with an 
asterisk) for which UNHCR has infor-
mation about the existence of signifi-
cant stateless populations but for which 
no reliable figures were available.

The data on statelessness in 2012 
have shown a continuation of the trend 
observed in previous years of expand-
ing coverage and knowledge of state-

less persons. By the end of 2012, statis-
tics on persons falling under UNHCR’s 
statelessness mandate were available 
for 72 countries, eight more than in 2011 

[see Figure 2.7]. This compares to just 
30 countries in 2004, when UNHCR 
started collecting statistics on stateless 
populations in a more systematic way. 
These efforts were not only bolstered 
by the release of national census data, 
but also by an increasing awareness of 
statelessness in a number of countries 
around the world. For 2012, UNHCR’s 

offices reported a figure of 3.34 million 
stateless persons, roughly comparable 
to that reported in 2011 (3.47 million).

Significant progress has continued 
to be made in obtaining statistics on the 
reduction of the number of stateless 
persons through acquisition or confir-
mation of nationality. Approximately 
94,600 stateless persons in 24 countries 
acquired nationality during 2012, more 
than half of which resulted from steps 
taken to resolve the statelessness situa-
tion in Côte d’Ivoire.

OTHER GROUPS OR OTHERS OF CONCERN

UNHCR has also continued to extend 
its protection and assistance activities 
to those individuals it considers to be ‘of 
concern’ but who do not fall into any of 
the previously discussed population ca-
tegories. These activities were based on 
humanitarian or other special grounds 
and included, among other, two groups: 
one, former refugees assisted to integrate 
locally, and two, asylum-seekers rejected 
by States but whom UNHCR deemed in 

need of humanitarian assistance. There 
were 1.3 million people in this category 
by year-end. Two-thirds of those were 
Afghans, former refugees who had retur-
ned to Afghanistan prior to 2012 but who 
had been unable to reintegrate due to the 
difficult economic situation, the lack of 
comprehensive reintegration measures, 
and poor security. Many of these indi-
viduals thus continued to benefit from 
UNHCR’s assistance.  n

Durable Solutions and 
New Displacement
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NHCR’S PRIMARY  respon-
sibility is to provide inter-
national protection to refu-
gees and to ensure that their 
rights and well-being are 

protected. It is also the agency’s man-
date to collaborate with host govern-
ments to find acceptable durable solu-
tions in order to ensure that refugees 
can continue to rebuild their lives in 
an environment of dignity and safety. 
Three durable solutions have tradition-
ally been used: voluntary repatriation, 
local integration, and resettlement to 
a third country. The three durable so-
lutions are complementary in nature 

and, when applied together, can form a 
viable and comprehensive strategy for 
resolving a refugee situation.

This chapter provides a global anal-
ysis of durable solutions progress. First, 
the global trends and patterns of volun-
tary repatriation are analysed, includ-
ing highlighting those countries that 
pursued major repatriation exercises. 
Resettlement is discussed in the second 
section, focusing on key statistical de-
velopments and challenges. The third 
section discusses the solution of local 
integration, analysing host countries 
that opened their doors for local inte-
gration. From a statistical point of view, 

the number of refugees using repatria-
tion as a solution is much higher than 
the other two durable solutions.

Each year, thousands of refugees 
flee their home country and are recog-
nized either on an individual or prima 
facie basis. This chapter highlights the 
major countries affected by mass out-
flows of people in 2012, a year that wit-
nessed important steps in achieving 
long-lasting solutions for a number of 
protracted refugee situations, notably 
by applying the cessation clause. The 
impact of cessation on specific refugee 
groups is discussed towards the end of 
this chapter.

 º Durable Solutions

Voluntary repatriation is the return 
of refugees to their country of origin, 
based upon a free and informed deci-
sion, in and to conditions of safety and 
dignity, and with the full restoration 
of national protection as the end pro-
duct. Voluntary repatriation may take 
the form of an ongoing programme or 
a single operation, and may range from 
the return of a few individuals to the 
movement of thousands of persons toge-
ther with their belongings. The return 
may be organized or spontaneously ini-
tiated by the refugees themselves, and 
by preference is to the refugee’s place of 
residence in the country of origin.

In practice, UNHCR, in cooperation 
with governments, NGOs, and other 
partners, promotes and facilitates vol-
untary repatriation through various 
means. These include the negotiation 
of repatriation agreements, registration 
for return, organizing and assisting with 
transport, negotiation for the full recog-
nition of skills obtained in exile, and safe 
and dignified reception in the country 
of origin, among other activities.

Throughout the repatriation pro-
cess, particular attention is given to 
the specific needs of returning refu-
gees – including women, children, older 
people, and other persons with special 

concerns – in order to ensure that they 
receive adequate protection, assistance, 
and care. In 2012, a total of 17 coun-
tries received returning refugees from 
30 asylum countries or territories. 
In total, 525,900 refugees returned vol-
untarily, of whom UNHCR directly 
assisted 320,100. Comparatively, the 
total number of voluntary repatriations 
dropped slightly from the 2011 figure of 
532,000. Over the past 10 years, more 
than 7.2 million refugees have returned 
home, 4.9 million of them with the as-
sistance of UNHCR.

In 2012, Afghanistan topped the list 
of countries of return with a total of 

VOLUNTARY REPATRIATION
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98,600 refugee returns, representing 
19 per cent of the total for that year. This 
predominance has held true for the past 
decade, as Afghanistan has seen more 
refugees return in the last 10 years 
than any other country, with UNHCR 
supporting the voluntary repatriation 
of millions of Afghan refugees during 
that period. This huge exercise has in-
volved the coordination and facilitation 
of government authorities and many 
implementing partners in both Af-
ghanistan and the various countries of 
asylum. The overwhelming majority 
of Afghan returnees are from Pakistan 
and the Islamic Republic of Iran, and 
are often returning home after having 
been in exile for many years.

The other countries that saw ref-
ugees return in 2012 included Iraq 
(82,300), Côte d’Ivoire (72,900), and 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
(71,900). In 2012, refugees returning to 
Angola, Burundi, Liberia, Rwanda, and 
Sudan were assisted by UNHCR. For 
both Angolan and Liberian refugees 
during 2012, the cessation of refugee 
status contributed to the total number 
of voluntary repatriations.

The countries that reported the larg-
est number of refugee departures in-
cluded Pakistan, with a total of 83,400, 
Liberia (72,000), Turkey (68,800), and 
the Syrian Arab Republic (56,900). The 

overwhelming majority (96%) of refugee 
departures from Pakistan were assisted 
by UNHCR, as were all refugee depar-
tures from the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo and Chad. In contrast, the 
68,800 Syrian refugees who returned to 
their country from Turkey did so spon-
taneously. Figure 3.1 shows the trend 
of voluntary returns of refugees from 
2000 through 2012.

Additionally, UNHCR often assists 
internally displaced persons to vol-
untarily return to their communities 
and villages of origin when conditions 
are right, and has assisted a significant 

number of IDPs to return in the past five 
years. Between 2011 and 2012, the total 
number of UNHCR-protected/assisted 
IDPs who returned to their communi-
ties of origin sharply declined, from 
3.2 million to 1.5 million. Among those 
countries where UNHCR was engaged 
with the internally displaced, the larg-
est number of IDP returns took place 
in the Philippines (336,000), the Demo-
cratic Republic of the Congo (304,600), 
Iraq (218,800), Libya (177,000), and Yem-
en (106,900). A particular challenge for 
IDP populations is determining when 
return has resulted in a durable solu-
tion. 42 In this regard, UNHCR has been 
working closely with governments and 
protection partners to establish agreed 
and measurable criteria for assessing 
the sustainability of returns.

RESETTLEMENT

Resettlement under UNHCR auspices 
is an invaluable protection tool to meet 
the specific needs of refugees as well as 
a durable solution, and a key compo-
nent of comprehensive solutions stra-
tegies. Ongoing resettlement of tens 
of thousands of refugees to States that 
voluntarily offer them a durable solu-
tion brings new hopes and new lives to 
many in the midst of refugee crises. Not 
only does resettlement play a vital role 
in protecting refugees at risk, including 
in response to emergency refugee situa-
tions, but it also plays an important role 
in alleviating the burdens placed on 
host governments, as well as in strate-

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gically supporting the search for other 
durable solutions for those refugees not 
able to benefit from resettlement.

In 2012, UNHCR offices in 80 coun-
tries presented over 74,800 refugees to 
States for resettlement consideration. 
The main beneficiaries were refugees 
from Myanmar (22,100), Iraq (10,800), 
Bhutan (9,900), Somalia (7,200), and 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
(6,500). These refugee groups have been 
the top five since 2008, although the 
order has shifted. Women and girls at 
risk represented more than 11 per cent 
of submissions, surpassing for a second 
consecutive year the 10 per cent target 
set to implement Executive Committee 
Conclusion No. 105 (2006). Over four-
fifths of submissions were made under 
three submission categories: Legal and/
or Physical Protection Needs (42%), Lack 
of Foreseeable Alternative Durable So-
lutions (25%), and Survivors of Violence 
and/or Torture (16%).

UNHCR offices in 85 countries of 
asylum were involved in facilitating 
resettlement departures of some 71,400 
individuals, 15 per cent more than in 
2011. Increased departures can be attrib-
uted to a number of factors. Successful 
efforts were made by States to expedite 
security clearances and to interview 
refugees in inaccessible areas through 
videoconferencing. As a result, more 
than 13,500 Iraqi refugees departed for 

resettlement, including 3,300 from the 
Syrian Arab Republic. Overall, depar-
tures of refugees from Iraq increased 
by 56 per cent over 2011. The departure 
rate of Somali refugees slowly recov-
ered from the low levels in 2011, with 
6,600 resettlement departures in 2012. 
Nevertheless, there remains an over-
whelming number of pending Somali 
cases in the resettlement-processing 
pipeline, as there has been for a pro-
longed period of time.

According to government statistics 
from 23 countries, a total of 89,000

refugees benefited from resettlement 
in 2012, with or without UNHCR’s as-
sistance. The countries that admitted 

the largest number of refugees in 2012 
included the United States of America 
(66,300), 43 Canada (9,600), Australia 
(5,900), Sweden (1,900), Norway (1,200), 
and the United Kingdom (1,000). The 
United States of America and Canada 
together admitted 85 per cent of the to-
tal number of resettled refugees.

Comparing the total number of refugee 
returns to the total number of resettled ref-
ugees since 2000 shows a sharp contrast. 
The former has consistently and over-
whelmingly exceeded the latter. Figure 3.3 
compares the two durable solutions.

Local integration is a complex and gra-
dual process by which refugees legally, 
economically, and socially and cultural-
ly integrate as fully included members 
of the host society. As a legal process, 
refugees are granted a range of entit-
lements and rights that are broadly 
commensurate with those enjoyed by 
citizens. Over time, the process should 
lead to permanent residence rights 
and, in some cases, the acquisition of 
citizenship in the country of asylum.

As an economic process, refugees at-
tain a growing degree of self-reliance, 
becoming able to pursue sustainable 
livelihoods and thus contributing to the 
economic life of the host country. As a 
social and cultural process, refugees are 
able both to live among or alongside the 

host population without discrimination 
or exploitation and to contribute active-
ly to the social life of their country of 
asylum. Local integration requires ef-
forts by all parties concerned, including 
preparedness on the part of refugees to 
adapt to the host society without hav-
ing to forego their own cultural iden-
tity. This process also requires a corre-
sponding readiness on the part of host 
communities and public institutions 
to welcome refugees and to meet the 
needs of a diverse population.

Local integration requires commit-
ments from both refugees and host 
governments. Refugees, for instance, 
must commit to complying with a host 
country’s laws. Host governments, on 
the other hand, have a responsibility 

to accept the diverse cultures and val-
ues of the refugees who are being inte-
grated. In addition, host governments 
must ensure that refugees who locally 
integrate are not discriminated against 
or exploited by the local population. For 
each of these reasons, the processes of 
ensuring local integration typically re-
quire participation by UNHCR, gov-
ernment authorities, and refugees.

Measuring the degree of local inte-
gration in quantitative terms remains a 
challenge, as statistics on refugees who 
have locally integrated remain partial 
and uneven across the world. Collect-
ing data on the number of refugees 
who have naturalized remains one of 
the most viable options, despite severe 
limitations in data coverage. This is

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mainly because most countries do not 
distinguish between refugees and non-
refugees who naturalized. Therefore, 
statistics on refugees who have natural-
ized and ultimately integrated into the 
host country are often not made avail-
able for UNHCR records.

Over the past decade, however, reli-
able information available to UNHCR 
indicates that at least 800,000 refugees 
have been granted citizenship by their 
asylum countries. The United States of 
America alone accounted for two-thirds 
of this figure. 44 For 2012, UNHCR was 
informed of refugees becoming citi-
zens in 27 countries, including Belgium 
(1,200), Ireland (1,100), Viet Nam (990), 
Montenegro (230), and Armenia (215).

 º New displacement
This section focuses only on refugees 
who have been recognized either on a 
group or prima facie basis. For the past 
several decades there has not been a 
single year without significant new 
displacement of refugees, particularly 
due to civil conflicts and violence. In 
the majority of cases, most newly dis-
placed refugees flee to neighbours of 
their countries of origin.

In 2012, more than 1.1 million people 
were newly displaced across interna-
tional borders, with the overwhelming 
majority originating from the Syrian 
Arab Republic. This is the largest re-
corded new refugee displacement in a 
single year since 2002. Comparatively, 
there were 300,000 more new displaced 
refugees in 2012 than in 2011, when an 
estimated 800,000 people became dis-
placed. Besides the Syrian Arab Repub-

lic, other major source countries of new 
refugee displacement in 2012 included 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo, 
Mali, Somalia, and Sudan. More than 
647,000 Syrians fled to mostly neigh-
bouring countries, including Turkey 
(307,700), Jordan (131,200), and Leba-
non (131,900). From Mali, more than 
142,000 fled to Mauritania (54,000), Ni-
ger (50,200), and Burkina Faso (38,400).

Of the total number of new refugee 
displacements during 2012, the largest 
numbers of new refugee arrivals were 
reported by Turkey (307,700), Jordan 
(133,500), Lebanon (132,800), South Su-
dan (101,400), Iraq (63,300), Mauritania 
(54,000), Niger (50,200), and Uganda 
(40,200). It is remarkable to note that 
there was no large-scale outflow of 
refugees from the same country in the 
past two consecutive years.

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The 1951 Convention relating to the 
Status of Refugees recognizes that re-
fugee status ends under certain clearly 
defined conditions. This means that 
once an individual is determined to be a 
refugee, this status is maintained unless 
either he or she falls within the terms of 
the cessation clause or this status is can-
celled or revoked. Under Article 1C of 
the 1951 Convention, refugee status may 
cease either through the actions of the 
refugee (contained in sub-paragraphs 
1 to 4), such as by re-establishment in 
his or her country of origin, or through 
fundamental changes in the objective 
circumstances in the country of origin 
upon which refugee status was based 
(sub-paragraphs 5 and 6). The latter 
are commonly referred to as the ‘ceased 
circumstances’ or ‘general cessation’ 
clauses. Even in these circumstances, 
however, the specific situation of indi-
vidual cases may continue to warrant 
international protection.

Cessation of refugee status on a 
group basis, on the other hand, may be 
invoked via a formal declaration (or de-
cision) on cessation by either States (for 
Convention refugees) or UNHCR (for 
mandate refugees). As a general rule, if 
it is not possible to notify the individual 
concerned, cessation of refugee status in 
individual cases would not be appropri-
ate. A graph listing some recent cessa-
tion situations is shown in Figure 3.4.

At the end of 2011, UNHCR recom-
mended that States cease the refugee 
status of Angolans who had fled as a 
result of the war for independence and 
the civil war between 1961 and 2001. 
The agency made a similar recommen-
dation regarding Liberians who had 
escaped the civil wars between 1989

and 2003. Both recommendations were 
to be implemented as of 30 June 2012. 
UNHCR also recommended that States 
cease the refugee status, as of 30 June 
2013, of Rwandans who had fled their 
country before 1999.

With the end of refugee status, indi-
viduals cease being reported as refugees 
in global statistics. By the end of 2012, 

for instance, this was the case for some 
97,000 Angolan refugees and more 
than 15,000 Liberian refugees. While 
their local integration in host countries 
continues to be monitored, they may 
continue to be reported as ‘Others of 
concern’ in the agency’s statistics.

In 2011, UNHCR and the Govern-
ment of Angola launched a return 
programme for Angolan refugees in 
neighbouring countries. Under this, 
nearly 23,000 Angolans returned to 
their country, including more than 
17,000 who repatriated to Angola’s 
Uige and Zaire provinces from the 
west and southeast of the Democratic 
Republic of the Congo. Logistical chal-
lenges, funding gaps, and poor weather 
prevented the movement of an ad-
ditional 23,000 Angolan refugees in 
2012, though UNHCR assistance for 
returns continues in 2013. Some 70,000 
Angolans opted for local integration, 
primarily in the Democratic Republic 
of the Congo and Zambia. At an inter-
governmental ministerial meeting on 
the issue, 45 the Government of Zambia 
pledged to support the local integration 
of up to 10,000 Angolan refugees with 
strong ties to their host communities.

Liberia has also seen strong continu-
ing returns. Between 2004 and 2012, 
more than 155,000 Liberian refugees 
returned to their country of origin, 
with 29,400 doing so in 2012. Through-
out 2012, support also continued for the 
local integration of an estimated 10,800

other Liberian refugees in their coun-
tries of residence. Local integration has 
been greatly facilitated by the Econom-
ic Community of West African States 
(ECOWAS) Protocol relating to Free 
Movement of Persons, Residence and 
Establishment, which allowed former 
Liberian refugees to reside and work in 
any ECOWAS member State.

Meanwhile, progress on the imple-
mentation of the comprehensive solu-
tions strategy for Rwandan refugees 
continues. More than 9,000 refugees 
have returned home, primarily from 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo, 

and several countries of asylum have 
expressed their willingness to regu-
larize the status of Rwandan refugees. 
The 2012 launch of a three-year pro-
gramme for the return and reintegra-
tion of over 70,000 Rwandan refugees 
by the Government of Rwanda and the 
United Nations is also expected to have 
a significant impact. With the cessa-
tion clause for Rwandan refugees com-
ing into force, UNHCR continues to 
work with concerned governments to 
facilitate the return of those who wish 
to do so, while also securing local inte-
gration opportunities.

A regional strategy to enhanc e the 
search for comprehensive solutions for 
refugees from the Democratic Repub-
lic of the Congo was also developed in 
2012. While repatriation and local inte-
gration opportunities were being pur-
sued in some asylum countries, some 
7,000 Congolese refugees were submit-
ted for resettlement in 2012 as part of a 
multi-year resettlement plan, targeting 
over 50,000 submissions between 2012

and 2015/16.  n

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APPLICATIONS

Close to 920,000 individual appli-
cations for asylum or refugee status 
were submitted to governments or 
UNHCR’s offices in 176 countries or 
territories during 2012, the second 
highest level of the past 10 years. While 
this constituted a 6 per cent rise global-
ly compared to 2011 (864,600 claims), 
the increase in industrialized countries 
was even higher, an estimated 8 per 
cent. 46 Of the total 919,700 asylum 
claims, an estimated 752,700 were 

Asylum and Refugee 
Status Determination
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HIS CHAPTER LOOKS  
at the various components 
forming the refugee status 
determination (RSD) process. 
First, levels and trends in the 

number of asylum applications submit-
ted worldwide are analysed. Despite the 
fact that some 150 countries have acced-
ed to the 1951 Convention and/or its 1967 
Protocol, asylum policies and practices 
are far from harmonized, and national 
asylum statistics are thus sometimes 
difficult to compare.

The second part of this chapter 
addresses the different types of deci-
sions taken during 2012. This includes 

asylum-seekers who have been grant-
ed refugee status or a complementary 
form of protection, those who have 
been rejected, or those whose asylum 
application has been closed for admin-
istrative reasons. In addition, this sec-
tion examines the two types of recog-
nition rates calculated by UNHCR and 
also provides an overview of asylum 
claims that are still pending – i.e. that 
had not yet been adjudicated by the end 
of the year. This chapter does not in-
clude information on mass influxes of 
refugees, however, nor on those grant-
ed refugee status on a group or prima 
facie basis.

It should be stressed that even 
though the concepts of asylum and 
refugee status are sometimes used in-
terchangeably in the 2012 Yearbook, 
territorial asylum can only be accorded 
by States. UNHCR may grant refugee 
status under its mandate, but it cannot 
provide asylum.

Who is an 
asylum-seeker?
 An asylum-seeker is an individual seeking 

international protection and whose claim for refugee 

status has not yet been destermined.  •

In countries where national asylum 
procedures are not in place or where 
States are unable or unwilling to assess 
asylum claims in a fair or efficient man-
ner, UNHCR may conduct RSD under 
its mandate.

Between 2003 and 2012, the number 
of countries or territories that shared 
asylum statistics with UNHCR in-
creased from 145 to 176. One of the main 
reasons for the significantly higher 

country coverage during the latter 
part of this period is the inclusion of 
a number of Caribbean and Pacific is-
lands that had previously not been re-
porting such information. In addition, 
State successions in Europe and Africa 
during this period led to the creation of 
new RSD procedures.

In 2003, the government was respon-
sible for implementing the RSD proce-
dure in 84 out of 145 countries or terri-
tories that shared asylum statistics with 
UNHCR (58%). A decade later, in 2012 
the proportion stood at 97 versus 176 (55%) 
[see Figure 4.1]. Over this period, the 
number of countries in which UNHCR 
was responsible for the RSD procedure 
increased from 50 to 54 countries. Also 
during this period, UNHCR’s involve-
ment in RSD procedures implemented 
jointly with governments increased 
from 11 to 25 countries/territories.

UNHCR also conducted mandate 
RSD in parallel to government and/or 
joint RSD procedures in several other 
countries/territories. This was par-
ticularly the case in contexts where 
government or joint RSD procedures 
did not ensure access to procedures for 
all asylum-seekers or where mandate 
RSD provided the basis for a durable 
solution (notably resettlement). In addi-
tion, UNHCR continued to be involved 
in certain aspects of many government 
RSD procedures through the provision 
of advice or training, or participation in 
national eligibility commissions.

� By country of asylum
With 82,000 new asylum claims regis-
tered in 2012, South Africa topped the 
list for the fifth successive year, accoun-
ting for almost a tenth of all individual 
applications worldwide. 49 Although the 
country’s 2012 figure for claims was 23

per cent lower than in 2011 (107,000), 
it was more than half again as large as 
that of 2006, when a mere 53,400 indi-
viduals had sought international pro-
tection in South Africa.

Asylum levels, meanwhile, have 
gradually dropped from the 2009 peak 
of 222,300 claims [see Figure 4.2]. Over 
the last 10 years, South Africa regis-

tered almost one million new asylum 
applications, making it by far the top 
destination for asylum-seekers during 
this period. Zimbabweans accounted for 
more than half of claims submitted in 
South Africa during this period, some 
532,000 asylum applications. As in past 
years, Zimbabweans again lodged the 

majority of new asylum claims in South 
Africa for 2012 (20,500).

The United States of America re-
ceived an estimated 70,400 new asylum 
claims registered during the year. 50

This number represented an increase 
of 9 per cent over 2011 (64,400, a re-
vised estimate). Asylum-seekers from

NEW INDIVIDUAL ASYLUM APPLICATIONS REGISTERED

initial applications 47 lodged in ‘first 
instance’ procedures, while the remai-
ning 167,000 claims were submitted at 
second instance, including with courts 
or other appellate bodies. 48

Of the total 919,700 claims in 2012, 
UNHCR’s offices registered some 
115,800 individual asylum applications, 
significantly more than the year before 
(98,800). The agency’s share in the glob-
al number of applications registered 
also increased, from 11 to 13 per cent.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR REFUGEE STATUS DETERMINATION

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Egypt (+101%), Honduras (+36%), Mexico 
(+33%), and Guatemala (+13%) primarily 
accounted for this increase. Almost half 
of all asylum claims in the United States 
of America were lodged by asylum-
seekers from China (24%), Mexico (17%), 
or El Salvador (7%). Violence gener-
ated by transnational organized crime, 
gang-related violence, and drug car-
tels in some parts of Central America 
may have contributed to the increased 
number of individuals from this region 
seeking international protection.

For the first time since 2002, Ger-
many is again listed among the three 
largest recipients worldwide of asylum-
seekers and as the main recipient in Eu-
rope, with 64,500 new asylum claims 
registered in 2012. This was a 41 per 
cent increase over 2011 (45,700 claims), 
and the fifth consecutive year in which 
figures have gone up. Serbia (and Ko-
sovo: S/RES/1244 [1999]) was the top 
country of origin for asylum-seekers 
in Germany (10,400 claims), followed 
by Afghanistan (7,500 claims), the Syr-
ian Arab Republic (6,200), and Iraq 
(5,400 claims). A sizable number of ap-
plicants from the Balkans were believed 
to be of Roma origin, 51 and a fifth of all 
applications were lodged by people com-
ing from Kosovo (S/RES/1244 [1999]). In 
addition, the number of Syrians fleeing 
conflict and violence in their country 
and seeking asylum in Germany more 
than doubled, from 2,600 applications 
in 2011 to 6,200 a year later.

France was the fourth largest re-
cipient of asylum-seekers in 2012, 

with 55,100 new asylum requests reg-
istered during the year. This was a 
6 per cent increase compared to 2011 
(52,100 claims) and the highest since 
2004 (58,600 claims). This rise was due 
particularly to higher numbers of asy-
lum-seekers from the Russian Federa-
tion (+32%), the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo (+38%), and Albania (+455%). 
Overall, the Russian Federation was the 
top country of origin of asylum-seekers 
in France, with close to 5,400 applica-
tions, followed by the Democratic Re-
public of the Congo (5,300 claims) and 
Serbia (and Kosovo: S/RES/1244 [1999]) 
(4,000 claims).

Sweden ranked fifth in 2012, with 
43,900 applications received during 
the year, a 48 per cent increase com-
pared to 2011 (29,600 claims). This was 
the second highest level since 1992, 
when more than 84,000 people, many 
of them fleeing the former Yugoslavia, 
requested asylum in Sweden. The 2012

increase was mainly due to increased 
numbers of asylum-seekers from the 
Syrian Arab Republic, with 7,800 
claims received in 2012 compared to 
650 claims in 2011. The number of So-
mali and Afghan asylum-seekers also 
increased (+42% and +15%, respectively). 
Afghanistan, Somalia, and the Syr-
ian Arab Republic were the top three 
source countries of asylum applications 
in Sweden, accounting for 41 per cent of 
all claims registered.

Other important destination coun-
tries for asylum-seekers were the 
United Kingdom (27,500), Switzerland 
(25,900), Canada (20,200), 52 and Kenya 
(20,000).

In 2012, UNHCR’s offices registered 
110,700 new individual applications for 
refugee status and 5,100 on appeal or for 
review. The office in Kenya received 
the largest number of new requests 
(20,000), followed by Malaysia (19,400), 
Turkey (16,700), Indonesia (7,200), and 
Egypt (6,700). With the exception of 
Egypt and Yemen, countries listed in

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Available data indicate that States and 
UNHCR rendered close to 700,000 
substantive decisions on individual 
asylum applications during 2012. These 
figures do not include cases that were 
closed for administrative reasons with 
no decisions issued to applicants.

Of this number, UNHCR staff ad-
judicated 54,400 substantive decisions 
– 8 per cent of the total and a portion 
similar to 2011 (9%). In 12 countries, 
18,200 substantive decisions were taken 
in joint RSD procedures. Data relating 
to individual decisions are incomplete, 
however, as a few States did not release 
all their official statistics. The 2012 de-

cision-related data quoted in the Year-
book are therefore not fully comparable 
with previous years.

Some 261,900 asylum-seekers were 
recognized as refugees (210,900) or giv-
en a complementary form of protection 
(51,000) in the course of 2012. This num-
ber included an estimated 20,500 53 indi-
viduals whose initial negative decisions 
were overturned at the appeal or re-
view stage. On a global level, the United 
States of America recognized the larg-
est number of asylum-seekers (25,300 
during the US fiscal year), followed by 
Germany (17,100), Rwanda (15,100), Su-
dan (14,000), Sweden (13,700), Malaysia 
(13,100), and Turkey (10,900).

In addition to the 261,900 persons 
who received a positive decision on 
their asylum application during 2012, 

Table 4.2 saw an increase in individ-
ual asylum applications. The top five 
UNHCR offices receiving asylum ap-
plications in 2012 registered 63 per 
cent of all new claims for the year. 
Four-fifths of UNHCR’s RSD work (in 
terms of new applications registered) 
was concentrated in 10 countries.

 � By origin
For the first time since 2008, Zim-
babwe was not the top source country 
of asylum-seekers. Rather, the highest 
number of new asylum claims filed 
by individuals either with UNHCR or 
with States originated from the Demo-
cratic Republic of the Congo (54,100), 
Afghanistan (50,000), the Syrian Arab 
Republic (32,300), Pakistan (30,700), 
Eritrea (30,200), and Somalia (29,700). 
These figures should be considered 
as indicative, however, because the 
country of origin for some asylum-
seekers is unknown or undisclosed by 
some States.

As in previous years, asylum-seekers 
tend to cluster by nationality in particu-
lar countries. For instance, almost half 
of all new Congolese asylum claims 
were lodged either in Rwanda (17,100) 
or Burundi (8,200). Similarly, about 
half of all new Eritrean asylum claims 
were registered in Sudan. Although 

asylum-seekers from the Syrian Arab 
Republic sought protection in 90 coun-
tries, 6 out of 10 requested refugee status 
on an individual basis either in Sweden 
(7,800 claims), Germany (6,200 claims), 
or Libya (3,800 claims). In the case 
of Afghan asylum-seekers, five coun-
tries registered half of all new claims: 
Germany (7,500), Sweden (4,800), Tur-
key (4,400), Indonesia (4,100), and Aus-
tria (4,000). Overall, the top five coun-
tries of origin accounted for a quarter 
of all new asylum claims submitted 
in 2012.

Unaccompanied 
or separated 
children (UASC) 
seeking asylum

Available data indicate  that 21,300 

individual asylum applications were lodged 

by UASC in 72 countries in 2012. This is 

the highest level on record since UNHCR 

started systematically collecting such 

data in 2006. The 2012 figure constituted 

about 4 per cent of the total number of 

asylum claims lodged in those countries, 

and was consistent with the percentage 

observed in the past five years (4% each). 

In absolute terms, however, the number of 

UASC seeking asylum increased compared 

to both 2011 (17,700 claims in 69 countries) 

and 2010 (15,600 claims in 69 countries).

Europe received 14,300,  or two-

thirds, of the 21,300 UASC claims. Sweden 

and Germany again registered the greatest 

number of UASC asylum claims in Europe, 

with 3,600 and 2,100, respectively. Austria 

and the United Kingdom were other 

important recipients of UASC applications, 

with 1,600 and 1,100, respectively. Outside 

Europe, Canada reported having registered 

280 UASC claims, the first time it has ever 

provided such data. Kenya and Indonesia 

were other important destination countries 

for UASC, with 3,200 and 1,100 asylum 

claims, respectively.

The available information 
indicates  that more than 5,400 

unaccompanied or separated children 

were recognized in 2012 as refugees 

or granted a complementary form of 

protection. Despite a significantly higher 

number of UASC applications, this figure 

was comparatively lower than in 2011 

(5,200 positive grants), 2010 (5,400), and 

2009 (7,700). Europe accounted for 67 per 

cent of all positive decisions rendered in 

2012. The available information on the 

country of origin of UASC confirmed 

the trend already observed in previous 

years, whereby mainly Afghan and Somali 

children applied for asylum (7,000 and 

1,300 claims, respectively). Eritrean UASC 

also submitted some 420 asylum claims, 

while a significant number of UASC 

originating from South Sudan sought 

asylum in Kenya (2,100 claims).  •

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some 438,000 claims were rejected on 
substantive grounds, 77,200 more than 
the year before. This increase can be 
partly attributed to the higher num-
ber of asylum applications received in 
industrialized countries, as well as the 
high number of rejections (40,000) re-
ported by the various appellate bodies 
in South Africa in 2012. The latter in-
formation was not available for 2011.

Figures on rejected asylum-seekers 
also include negative decisions at the 
first instance, which thereafter may 
be appealed. For this reason, asylum-
seekers who appeal a negative decision 
at first instance may be reported twice, 
depending on methods used by govern-
ments for reporting asylum decisions. 
If an asylum-seeker withdraws or aban-
dons his or her asylum application, or if 
an asylum-seeker dies before issuance 
of a substantive decision, the asylum 
application is, in most national statis-
tics, recorded as having been closed 
for administrative reasons and there-
fore reported as ‘Otherwise closed’ in 
UNHCR statistics.

This is also applicable to so-called 
‘Dublin II’ cases in Europe, whereby 
the responsibility for the adjudication 
of an asylum claim is transferred to 
the country responsible in accordance 
with the Regulation criteria. In 2012, at 
least 205,400 such cases were reported 
to UNHCR, with the highest numbers 
being recorded by the United States of 
America (47,000), Switzerland (17,400), 
and Greece (14,800).

REFUGEE 
RECOGNITION RATES (RRR)

Recognition rates indicate the propor-
tion of accepted refugee claims during 
a particular period. Highly differenti-
ated recognition rates with regard to 
the same nationality could point to dif-
ferent standards of treatment between 

asylum countries. In countries aiming 
to harmonize their asylum policies, 
recognition rates may be expected to 
converge over time.

Still, the meaning of recognition rates 
in comparing country practices should 
not be over-emphasized. Asylum-seek-
ers of the same nationality may have a 
different regional or ethnic origin, or 
they may have fled for different reasons 
or at different times. For these or other 
reasons, divergent recognition rates for 
the same nationality during the same 
period may well be explained when the 
detailed profile of the individual claim-
ant is taken into account.

In the absence of an internationally 
agreed methodology for calculating rec-
ognition rates, UNHCR uses two rates 
to compute the proportion of refugee 
claims accepted during the year. The 
refugee recognition rate (RRR) divides 
the number of asylum-seekers granted 
Convention refugee status by the total 
number of substantive decisions (Con-
vention status, complementary protec-
tion, and rejected cases). The total rec-
ognition rate (TRR) divides the num-
ber of asylum-seekers granted Conven-
tion refugee status or a complementary 
form of protection by the total number 
of substantive decisions (Convention 
status, complementary protection, and 
rejected cases). Non-substantive deci-
sions are, to the extent possible, exclud-

ed from both calculations. For the pur-
pose of global comparability, UNHCR 
uses only these two recognition rates 
and does not report rates calculated by 
national authorities.

At the global level (UNHCR and 
State asylum procedures combined), 
the RRR was estimated to be 30 per 
cent of all substantive decisions taken 
during 2012. The TRR, on the other 
hand, was 37 per cent. These rates have 
remained relatively stable over the past 
three years, though they are indicative 
only, as some States have yet to report 
relevant data [see Table 4.4].

At the same time, the TRR has fluc-
tuated over the years. A decade ago, it 
was less than 30 per cent. This figure 
gradually increased to 46.5 per cent in 
2009, only to drop again slightly below 
40 per cent in the years that followed. 
There is a significant difference in the 
TRR in asylum procedures adminis-
tered by UNHCR compared to that of 
States. Over the past decade, the TRR 
in UNHCR procedures never fell be-
low 65 per cent, while the TRR for 
States never exceeded 40 per cent.

The consistently higher TRR in 
UNHCR procedures can also be ex-
plained by the nature of the contexts in 
which UNHCR implements RSD pro-
cedures. These often involve precari-
ous protection environments, border-
ing areas characterized by conflict or 
serious human rights violations result-
ing in significant outflows of persons of 
concern, many of whom are very vul-
nerable. It can also be explained by a less 
restrictive interpretation or application 
of the refugee definition.

In 2012, among the main receiving 
industrialized countries (where States 
are responsible for conducting RSD), 
Norway and Switzerland had the high-

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est TRR at the first instance (56% and 
55%, respectively). Among the countries 
listed in Table 4.2 where UNHCR is con-
ducting RSD, TRRs in 2012 were above 
60 per cent. Cameroon was the only ex-
ception, with a TRR of 22 per cent.

In UNHCR and State asylum pro-
cedures combined, the TRR for per-
sons from the Syrian Arab Republic, 
Eritrea, and Myanmar were highest 
in 2012, with over 90 per cent of cases 
being recognized at the first instance. 
Recognition rates were also high for 
asylum-seekers from Somalia (83%), 
Sudan (76%), the Democratic Republic 
of the Congo (72%), Iraq (71%), the Is-
lamic Republic of Iran (63%), Afghani-

stan (59%), and China (57%). In contrast, 
among the top 20 countries of origin of 
asylum-seekers in 2012, the TRR was 
low for persons from Zimbabwe (2%), 
Serbia (and Kosovo: S/RES/1244 [1999]) 
(3%), Nigeria (10%), Colombia (13%), and 
Pakistan (17%).

The annual change in the number 
of undecided cases is an important indi-
cator of the efficiency of an asylum pro-
cedure. A rise in the backlog of pending 
applications often correlates with an 
increase in the waiting period for ap-
plicants, as more applications are being 
submitted than decided. In contrast, a 
decline in the backlog may result from 
a sometimes sharp decrease in new 

claims, rather than from increased 
decision-making. Depending on the 
country context, a prolonged waiting 
period can have a significant impact 
on the protection and/or assistance of 
asylum-seekers.

By the end of 2012, at least 928,200 
individuals awaited decisions on their 
asylum claims, including people at any 
stage of the asylum procedure. South 
Africa reported the largest number of 
pending asylum applications (230,400), 
followed by Germany (85,600), France 
(49,900), and Kenya (41,900). However, 
the true number of undecided asylum 
cases globally is unknown, as many 
countries do not report this information.

 º RSD under UNHCR’s mandate: past, present, and future

The past decade saw significant changes 
in the nature of displacement. Towards 
the end of the decade, the world wit-
nessed a scale of simultaneous refugee 
crises not seen in many years. As a re-
sult, following an initial decrease in in-
dividual asylum applications registered 
globally at the beginning of the decade, 
applications reached a new peak at the 
end of the decade.

Africa and the Middle East became 
the central sites of refugee crises, re-
placing Europe and Asia as the main 
refugee-producing regions. As a result 
of these changes, many countries in 

Africa and the Middle East, but also 
Asia and Oceania, emerged as new 
destination countries for individual 
asylum-seekers. This resulted in a di-
versification of destination countries 
and a relative decrease in applications 
registered in ‘traditional countries’ in 
the industrialized world.

The larger volume and increasingly 
diverse composition of movements of 
persons seeking asylum has contrib-
uted to a tightening of immigration and 
asylum policies and practices in both 
the  industrialized and non-industrial-
ized world. While countries in Africa 

and the Middle East continued to show 
extraordinary hospitality, welcoming 
significant numbers of refugees to their 
territories, such policies and practices 
resulted in an overall shrinking of pro-
tection space.

On the one hand, this shrinking 
contributed to impediments in access to 
territory or asylum. On the other hand, 
this process also prompted many third-
country nationals who had been able to 
secure informal protection in countries 
of asylum – such as Somalis in Kenya 
or Ethiopians in Yemen – to seek either 
formal protection in countries of asy-
lum or onward movement. Such devel-
opments further increased pressures on 
RSD procedures, thereby resulting in a 
further tightening of immigration and 
asylum policies and practices.

Due to these developments, over 
the past decade UNHCR has been re-
quired to conduct RSD in a greater 
number of countries, and to register an 
increasing number of individuals seek-
ing international protection. Between 
2003 and 2012, UNHCR registered some 
900,000 individual asylum applications, 
making the organization the second 
largest asylum body in the world, after 
the Government of South Africa.

At the global level in 2003, 
UNHCR’s share in individual applica-
tions registered amounted to 7 per cent. 
While fluctuating between 8 and 15 per

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cent annually in subsequent years, it 
stood at 13 per cent in 2012. Between 
2003 and 2007, UNHCR registered on 
average 80,000 asylum applications 
per year. This figure had increased to 
an average 100,000 per year between 
2008 and 2012. Over the past decade, 
UNHCR registered the largest number 
of applications in Malaysia (197,600), 
Kenya (191,100), Turkey (95,000), Egypt 
(50,600), and Jordan (32,800). These 
five UNHCR offices accounted for 
almost two-thirds (63%) of all asylum 
applications registered with UNHCR 
over the past 10 years.

Between 2003 and 2012, UNHCR 
issued 537,000 substantive individual 
RSD decisions. Of these, 78 per cent re-
sulted in the granting of refugee status. 
Also between 2003 and 2012, UNHCR’s 
decision-making capacity increased 
from 39,000 individual substantive de-
cisions issued to 54,100 (+36%). Over this 
period, the number of substantive de-
cisions issued in joint RSD procedures 
increased six-fold, from 2,500 to 18,200. 
By contrast, the decision-making capac-
ity of States dropped from 676,100 deci-
sions in 2003 to 627,200 in 2012 (-7%).

Comparing States’ versus UNHCR’s 
share in adjudicating applications 
shows a divergent picture over time. 
The ratio for the former decreased from 
a high of 94 per cent in 2004 to a low 
of 61 per cent in 2008, before gradually 
increasing again to 80 per cent in 2012. 
In contrast, UNHCR’s decision-making 
capacity exceeded the 60 per cent mark 
almost consistently between 2003 and 
2010, though it dropped significantly 
in subsequent years, reaching a low in 
2012 with 47 per cent [see Table 4.5].

The relatively low relative decision-
making capacity of UNHCR is primar-
ily due to the significant increase in the 
total number of individual asylum ap-

plications registered by UNHCR. De-
spite a strengthening of UNHCR’s deci-
sion-making capacity, mainly through 
improved staffing and efficiency in the 
agency’s RSD procedures, the num-
ber of individual asylum applications 
registered consistently exceeded the 
number of individual asylum decisions 
issued, at times at a ratio of 2:1. As a re-
sult, UNHCR’s RSD backlog increased 
from 73,700 in 2003 to a historical high 
of 146,800 in 2012.

Over the past decade, UNHCR has 
not only been required to increase its 
RSD activities in many of its existing 

RSD operations but also to establish new, 
often temporary, RSD operations. Part of 
this new requirement is for emergency 
or other special protection responses, 
including in situations of mass influx 
where governments and UNHCR were 
traditionally able to rely on group ap-
proaches to RSD. Events related to the 
‘Arab Spring’ – in particular the conflicts 
in Libya and the Syrian Arab Republic, 
the unrest and instability in Egypt, and 
other countries in the region hosting 
large numbers of refugees – have placed 
significant pressure on UNHCR’s RSD 
operations in the Middle East and North 
Africa, Europe, and beyond.

In Libya, UNHCR was required to 
respond to the protection needs not 
only of Libyans displaced inside and 

outside their country, but also of per-
sons of concern resident in or trans-
iting through Libya. In the midst of 
the evacuation of 210,000 migrant 
workers, UNHCR set up new tempo-
rary individual RSD operations in the 
deserts bordering Egypt and Tunisia 
to adjudicate asylum applications of 
third-country nationals fleeing Libya. 
In the Syrian Arab Republic, existing 
UNHCR RSD operations, set up to 
adjudicate the asylum applications of 
Iraqi nationals, are now required to re-
spond to the protection needs not only 
of Syrians displaced inside and outside 

their country but also of persons of con-
cern resident in or transiting through 
the Syrian Arab Republic.

The changing nature of displace-
ment over the past decade has created 
particular challenges for UNHCR, in-
cluding in the area of RSD, which are 
expected to continue in the coming 
years. The agency will continue to en-
hance its capacity to deliver protection 
through RSD in regular and emergen-
cy or special operations. But at the same 
time, UNHCR recognizes that the scale 
of its current RSD activities, in addition 
to its ever-increasing broader protec-
tion responsibilities, is not sustainable. 
UNHCR will therefore also intensify 
its efforts to urge governments to as-
sume greater responsibility for RSD.  n

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Location and Demographics
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HIS CHAPTER EXAMINES 
the demographic character-
istics of the populations of 
concern to UNHCR, with a 
particular focus on refugees. 

The demographic trends of forcibly dis-
placed populations are useful for gen-
eral analyses in order to understand the 
growth patterns of these populations 
and to provide insight into their general 
distribution. The emergencies that took 
place in 2012 had significant impact on 
the demographic characteristics of the 
populations of concern to UNHCR.

The importance of disaggregating 
population statistics by demographic 
characteristics cannot be underestimat-
ed, as doing so can provide a clear un-
derstanding of overall trends for both 
policy and programme analysis and 

implementation. However, collecting 
data disaggregated by sex and age re-
mains a challenge in some areas, espe-
cially in industrialized countries where 
UNHCR has a limited operational role. 
Nonetheless, there has been significant 
progress in the provision of disaggre-
gated population statistics for the past 
five years, as outlined in this chapter.

It is important to note that disag-
gregated data have been partial. Some 
countries provide data on sex but not 
age, for instance, while others provide 
data on the location of persons of con-
cern but not on age and/or sex (or vice-
versa). Likewise, some categories tend 
to have more disaggregated data than 
others. For example, data on refugees 
are more likely to be disaggregated 
than those on other population cat-

egories. As a result, the analysis of this 
chapter will focus more on refugee pop-
ulations than on the other populations 
of concern to UNHCR.

This chapter is divided into four 
main sections. The first discusses the 
male-to-female distribution of the ref-
ugee population for the 2012 reporting 
period. The second section examines 
the age distribution as well as the age 
trend of the populations of concern. 
The third analyses the types of loca-
tions where refugees resided during 
the reporting period. And the last sec-
tion provides a detailed historical de-
mographic analysis of selected host 
countries and countries of origin cov-
ering the period 2003 through 2012, 
the second contribution by an external 
source to the Yearbook.

º Demographic characteristics
In this chapter, UNHCR’s population 
statistics are disaggregated by sex, age, 
and location. It is important to empha-
size that, in addition to these characte-
ristics, population statistics are usually 
disaggregated by ethnicity, language, 
and local administrative units in many 
of UNHCR’s field locations around 
the world.

SEX

In 2012, data availability on sex alone 
accounted for 62 per cent of the total 
disaggregated population data. This is 

a decline from 2011, when 69 per cent 
of this data was available. The new 
emergency situations contributed to 
this decline, as detailed demographic 
data is more difficult to obtain in the 
early stages of humanitarian response. 
Figure 5.1 shows the availability of sex-
disaggregated data of refugees from 
2007 through 2012.

In absolute terms, the total number 
of countries providing disaggregated 
data increased from 155 to 165 between 
2011 and 2012. In relative terms, howev-
er, the total population for which disag-

gregated data were available decreased 
during that period from 24.4 million to 
22.2 million, out of the total persons of 
concern of 35.4 million and 35.8 million, 
respectively. Of the 22.2 million persons 
of concern for whom only sex-related 
data were available in 2012, 10.9 mil-
lion were females and the remaining 
11.3 million were male.

With respect to the refugee popu-
lation, over the past 10 years the total 
number of male refugees has consist-
ently been slightly higher than the 
total number of female refugees. Inter-
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estingly, the percentage share of the fe-
male refugee population has remained 
virtually stagnant, fluctuating only be-
tween 47 per cent and 48 per cent from 
2003 to 2012. In 2012, disaggregated data 
on sex were available for 7.9 million out 
of the total population of 10.5 million, 
representing more than 75 per cent of 
the data coverage. This is because, un-
like the other population categories, 
registration of refugees is systematic 
and well organized in many UNHCR 
operations around the world.

Of the 7.9 million refugees for whom 
disaggregated data by sex are available, 
4.1 million (52%) were male and 3.8 mil-
lion (48%) were female. However, it is 
worth noting that with the exception of 
the Southern Africa region, the three 
other UNHCR regions in sub-Saharan 
Africa recorded slightly higher female 
than male refugee populations. For in-
stance, the female refugee population 
in Central Africa and the Great Lakes 
stood at 52 per cent of the total in these 
areas in 2012, while the male refugee 
population was 48 per cent. The situa-
tion was similar in West Africa. In the 
East and Horn of Africa, the female and 
male refugee populations constituted 
51 per cent and 49 per cent, respectively.

During 2012, the overwhelming ma-
jority of asylum-seekers were male. Of 
the total number of asylum-seekers 54 for 
whom disaggregated data were avail-
able (522,300), 62 per cent were male 
while the remaining 38 per cent were 
female. Within each of the UNHCR-
classified regions, the number of male 
asylum-seekers was consistently high-
er than the number of female asylum-
seekers. While this analysis is limited 
in terms of data coverage, it is interest-
ing to note that females are more likely 
than males to fall into the category of 
persons under UNHCR’s statelessness 

mandate. The available data indicate 
that females are more likely than males 
to return to their country of origin. 
Since 2005, for instance, the number 
of returning refugee women has con-
sistently surpassed their male counter-
parts, with the exceptions of 2007 and 
2011. Similarly, the evidence (though 
limited) suggests that IDPs are more 
likely to be women, or at least have 
been over the past two years.

AGE

The age distribution of the population 
of concern to UNHCR during 2012 
shows an interesting pattern. Of the 
35.8 million total population of concern 
recorded at the end of 2012, data di-
saggregated by age was available for 
14.9 million, representing 41 per cent. 
Of this, the vast majority of statistical 
coverage was made up of data on refu-
gees (65%) and IDPs (27%), with these 
two population categories thus domi-
nating data coverage (92% combined). 
Data coverage on age for many of the 
other population categories remains 
a challenge.

Regionally, Asia and the Pacific 
achieved the highest data coverage on 
age, offering data for 38 per cent of the 
total population of concern. The Mid-
dle East and North Africa was next 
with 23 per cent, followed by the East 
and Horn of Africa with 20 per cent. 
The regions that provided the least data 
on age were Southern Africa and the 
Americas, with 0.1 per cent and 1.2 per 
cent, respectively. If limited just to refu-
gees, two regions – Asia and the Pacific 
and the East and Horn of Africa – pro-
vided the highest data coverage with 
29 per cent and 26 per cent, respectively.

Unlike sex, for which data cover-
age on refugees has consistently been 
higher than 60 per cent for the past 
five years, data coverage on age has not 
crossed the 50 per cent mark during 
that period. Interestingly, the overall 
age distribution of the total popula-
tion of concern has not experienced 
significant changes. For the past two 
years, for instance, the percentage of 
refugee children globally has remained 
at 46 per cent, while the adult popula-
tion (age 18-59 years) and those 60 years 
and over have remained at 49 per cent 
and 5 per cent, respectively. Indeed, this 
last category, refugees 60 years of age 
and over, has remained at 5 per cent for 
the past 10 years, except in 2006 when it 
stood at 4 per cent. The age distribution 
between children and adults, too, has 
not witnessed any significant change.

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Stark differences arise when the 
world population aged 60 years and 
over is compared to the same age cohort 
of refugees. Globally this age group ac-
counted for an estimated 10.8 per cent 
in 2009, according to the United Na-
tions World Population Ageing Re-
port. 55 Yet that would appear to be more 
than twice as high as the similar rate 
for refugees. In fact, with age-disaggre-
gated data more available for refugees 
in developing countries, this figure 
should most likely be compared to the 
less-developed regions, where those 
aged 60 and over make up around 8.5 
per cent of the population. Either way, 
however, the refugee population ap-
pears to be relatively young.

In terms of forced displacement, 
the total age dependency ratio 56 for the 
populations of concern was 117 per 100 
individuals in the working-age popu-
lation. For the refugee population, the 
corresponding value was 104 per 100. 
On the other hand, the aged depend-
ency ratio for the refugee populations 
was relatively low (9 per 100 working-
age population) compared to the total 
age and children-age dependency ra-
tios, the latter of which was 95 per 100

working-age population.
Statistically speaking, children are 

more of a ‘burden’ for the labour force 
(meaning the productive population) 
than are the aged population. Between 
2006 and 2009, the children-age de-
pendency ratio in refugee populations 

steadily declined, from 94 to 77 per 100 
working-age population. Since 2009 
this trend reversed, however, increas-
ing steadily to reach 95 per 100 work-
ing age-population in 2012. That would 
appear to be consistent with broader 
changes among the proportion of refu-
gee children. This category dwindled 
from 47 per cent of the total popula-
tion in 2006 to a low of 41 per cent in 
2009, though this number has since in-
creased to 46 per cent. Thus, these sta-
tistics would appear to suggest a direct 

correlation between the proportion of 
refugee children and the children-age 
dependency ratio, the world average 57 
for which is 42 per 100 working-age 
population. Clearly, the burden on the 
refugee productive population is signif-
icantly higher than the global average.

Table 5.1 shows total age depend-
ency ratio, children-age dependency 
ratio, and the aged dependency ratio for 
refugees, together with demographic 
characteristics of refugees from 2006

through 2012.

During 2012, the places where popula-
tions of concern to UNHCR reported 
residing were broken into three catego-
ries – urban areas, rural areas, or mixed/
unknown locations. Within each of 
these, UNHCR offices reported distinct 
types of accommodations. Up until 2012, 
UNHCR traditionally had four distinct 
accommodation classifications. Howe-
ver, in order to ensure clear unders-
tanding of the various locations where 
UNHCR’s persons of concern live and 
to align to international standards, 
these locations have now been redefi-
ned and reclassified into five types of 

accommodation: planned or managed 
camps, self-settled camps, collective 
centres, individual (private) accommo-
dations, and reception/transit camps. 58

Similar to the demographic data 
for UNHCR’s persons of concern, in-
formation on location data remains a 
challenge. In 2012, accommodation data 
was available for 80 per cent of the to-
tal refugee population, implying that 
this information was unknown for the 
remaining 20 per cent. From what was 
known, the overwhelming majority 
(54%) of refugees lived in individual ac-
commodations (private) and 35 per cent 

lived in planned/managed camps; these 
two categories topped the list of refugee 
accommodations at the end of 2012. It is 
not surprising that more than a third 
of the refugee populations lived in 
planned/managed camp, as more refu-
gees are hosted in developing countries 
where refugee camps have traditionally 
been the key type of accommodation. 
The largest refugee camp, the Dadaab 
complex in Kenya, hosts over half a 
million refugees.

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In order to carry out a historical demo-
graphic analysis, a basic requirement is 
data of both good and comparable qua-

data, which can be combined in any 
desired age groups. While the standard 
approach for demographic analysis is 
the use of five-year age groups, data on 

While refugees in private individu-
al accommodations are predominantly 
found in urban areas, refugee camps 
(both planned/managed and self-set-
tled) are mainly located in rural areas. 
Most refugee camps, meanwhile, are 
located in Africa or Asia. By the end 
of 2012, sub-Saharan Africa and Asia 
accounted for 63 per cent and 29 per 
cent of refugee camps in the world, re-
spectively. There was no remarkable 
difference between male and female 
refugees in terms of the type of accom-
modation preference during 2012. For 
children, however, the accommodation 
situation varies substantially. Refugee

UNHCR has a long tradition of pro-
viding annual statistical information 
on its activities, mostly reporting on 
developments that have taken place 
over the previous year of operations 
and, occasionally, on trends for specific 
continents, regions, or countries. The 
agency has a rich historical database of 
statistical information on the popula-
tions of its concern, a trove of data that 
can be further explored to assess simi-
larities and differences between a host 
country’s population and the refugee 
population within its national territory. 
Alternately, this database can also be 
used to assess trends in similarities or 
differences between the refugee popu-
lation and the rest of the population in 
the country of origin.

Interest in undertaking such analy-
sis can pose two methodological prob-

lems, one with the quality of data of the 
selected host countries and the coun-
tries of origin, and another with the 
standard for comparison. The selection 
of countries and their data quality will 
be dealt with later in this chapter. But 
first, to assess the validity and exactness 
of these demographics requires a reli-
able historical standard. This is avail-
able through information provided by 
the periodic publication of World Popu-
lation Prospects, by the Demographic 
Division of the United Nations. Its most 
recent issue 60 is the 2012 revision, which 
provides the required information for 
all countries and territories. Another 
useful publication is Volume II of the 
Demographic Division’s 2010 revision, 61 
which contains demographic profiles 
for all countries with a population of at 
least 100,000 persons.

Following a succinct presentation 
of the methodological issues involved 
in historical demographic analysis of 
the refugee population on the basis of 
the available UNHCR data, this section 
will present the initial results of a num-
ber of selected host countries and coun-
tries of origin. There is a fundamental 
difference between the mechanisms 
of population growth between a coun-
try’s normal resident population and 
the refugee population it hosts. Any 
country’s normal population growth is 
due mainly to the natural increase of 
the population, with migration typi-
cally only a minor if not insignificant 
element. By contrast, the growth of a 
refugee population is caused mainly by 
the arrivals and departures of refugees, 
with the natural population only a very 
minor factor.

children make up more than 50 per 
cent of the residents for each type of 
accommodations except for individual 

accommodation, for which they con-
stitute 39 per cent – a drop from 43 per 
cent in 2011.

the refugee population available from 
UNHCR do not follow this convention. 
Instead, they use age groups that are 
more responsive to the agency’s admi-
nistrative and operational needs.

Since 2003, the available data use 
four age groups: 0-4 years, 5-17 years, 
18-59, and 60 years and over. Since 2006, 
the age group 5-17 years has been di-
vided into two sub-groups, 5-11 and 12-17

years. Hence, it is possi-
ble to construct a series 
with four age groups 
for the period 2003 to 
2012, while from 2006 
onward it is possible to 
construct a series with 
five age groups. In ad-
dition to the four or 
five defined age groups, 
there is a category on 
‘age unknown’ that 
is occasionally used. 
The existence of this 

category (referring to persons without 
known age) affects the quality of the data 
and also restricts the size of the popula-
tion that can be used for the analysis. 
Although the five-group system seems 
attractive, it is not easy to compare these 
groups with the standard demographic 
age groups. The four-group approach is 
thus preferred, because it introduces the 
least number of errors.

Over time, age- and sex-disaggre-
gated information has become increas-
ingly available for more and more pop-
ulations. Nonetheless, these growing 
data have been uneven over the differ-
ent continents, regions, and countries. 
North America, for instance, only pro-
vides data regularly from 2007. Further, 
the global percentage of data on sex 
and age for refugees has actually been 
slightly decreasing, from 76 per cent in 
2003 to 74 per cent in 2012. The highest 
percentages of sex- and age-aggregated 
data were achieved in 2008 and 2009, 
with 81 and 83 per cent, respectively.

Africa seems to have the highest per-
centage of age and sex data, and since 
2010 has registered rates of over 90 per 
cent. In Asia, the highest percentages 
were obtained in 2008 and 2009 (93%), 
but these have since declined to 67 per 
cent in 2012. Europe, meanwhile, shows 
an erratic distribution over time, with an 
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DATA ANALYSIS 
OF HOST COUNTRIES

Out of the 181 countries and territories 
that reported refugee data between 2003 
and 2012, 109 have data available for the 
complete 10-year period. The cumula-
tive number of refugees over that period 
ranges from over 15 million persons 
(from Pakistan) to just 78 in Timor-
Leste. In addition, 21 countries had over 
1 million cumulative refugees during 
this decade, 10 countries had between 
half a million and 1 million, 20 countries 
had between 100,000 and 500,000, and 
58 countries had fewer than 100,000

cumulative refugees. As there was only 
a very limited number of countries 
with 100 per cent age- and sex-disag-
gregated data, it was decided to use the 
21 countries with over 1 million cumu-
lative refugees for this analysis, even if 
those countries did not necessarily com-
ply with the requirement of having only 
sex- and age-disaggregated data.

average percentage of 55 per cent and a 
decreasing rate since 2009 (82%) to 76 per 
cent in 2012. These different levels of 
availability for sex- and age-disaggregat-
ed data will affect the number of coun-
tries that can be used for the analysis. 62

The database also contains cases for 
which there are no disaggregated data 
on age or sex, showing instead only 
the total number of refugees or the 

number of refugees by sex. For many 
countries, the database shows a mix of 
these three types of data, with a lim-
ited number of countries that have ex-
clusively valid disaggregated age and 
sex data. Countries with 100 per cent 
sex- and age-disaggregated data will 
be able to provide the complete range 

of demographic variables. Others will 
provide data that are only partly con-
sistent and relevant, however, as the 
statistical bases for the various analy-
ses will be different and hence the re-
sults may be inconsistent.

This limitation is a matter of the 
statistical rigour the analyst wishes to 
apply. Given that there is only a cer-
tain number of age groups for which 

data are available, the lower limit of 
data availability for the calculation of 
demographic characteristics can be es-
tablished as 80 per cent. Hence, if the 
percentage of the disaggregated sex and 
age data is between 80 and 100 per cent, 
the data will be used for analysis on age 
and sex. If the percentage is below 80 
per cent, though, no such analysis will 
be performed. For all selected coun-
tries, the pattern of population growth 
can be established.

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 � Results of host countries 
with complete data
There are only five countries that com-
ply with the requirement of 100 per 
cent sex- and age-disaggregated data: 
Kenya, Jordan, the Syrian Arab Repu-
blic, Thailand, and Yemen. This data 
will produce reliable and consistent 
values for various demographic esti-
mates, such as the annual population 
growth rate for the total population 
and its sub-groups, the percentage of 
females in the population, and the sex- 
and age-specific distribution of the po-
pulation over time.

Each of these countries, with the 
exception of Thailand, shows posi-
tive population growth from 2003 to 
2012. While the number of refugees in 
Thailand in 2012 is only 83 per cent of 
its 2003 value, the four other countries 
show considerable increases in compar-
ison to the base year. In 2012, the refugee 
population in Kenya is 3.5 times larger 
than the 2003 figure; in Yemen, it is 
4.8 times larger than in 2003. In Jordan 
this figure has increased by 38.5 times 
its 2003 value, while the refugee popu-
lation of the Syrian Arab Republic is 
103.5 times larger than in 2003. These 
increases imply annual growth rates 
far in excess of those of the resident 
populations. According to the estimates 
of the United Nations Population Divi-
sion, 63 the annual growth rate for the 
period 2005-10 for Thailand was 0.7 per 
cent, versus Kenya (2.6%), Yemen (3.1%), 

Jordan (2.9%), and the Syrian Arab 
Republic (2.0%).

The countries also show different 
forms of growth patterns. Thailand’s 
refugee population steadily increases to 
reach its maximum size in 2006, before 
starting a steady decline towards 2012. 
Kenya, on the other hand, shows a con-
tinuous increase, with a slight decrease 
in 2008, to then continuously increase 
till 2012. Meanwhile, Yemen shows a 
classic positive growth function, while 
Jordan and the Syrian Arab Republic 
show similar tendencies – a rather fast 
increase in numbers to reach maxi-
mum values in 2008 (in Jordan) and 
2007 (in the Syrian Arab Republic)

before rapidly decreasing to the levels 
of 2012, which are considerably larger 
than the 2003 populations.

The availability of age- and sex-
disaggregated data allows for a com-
parison to be made between the per-
centages of females in the refugee and 
resident populations of the selected 
host countries for two specific years, 
2005 and 2010. There is considerable 
variation in the percentage of females 
in the resident populations of the se-
lected countries. While in Kenya and 
Thailand the female refugee popula-
tion makes up slightly more than half 
of the total, this figure is consistently 
lower in Jordan, the Syrian Arab Re-
public, and Yemen. The results show 
that for these two years, the percentage 
of females in the refugee populations is 
consistently lower than in the broader 
populations of the host countries. The 
results also show that in 2010 the dif-
ference between the two populations 
was less than in 2005 (with the excep-
tion of Yemen, which presents a slight 
increase in the highest observed differ-
ence, from 12 to 13 per cent).

With regard to the differences in the 
age and sex distributions, 64 all coun-

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tries but Thailand show a lower per-
centage in the age groups 0-4 and 5-17
(19) for both years for the refugee popu-
lation than for the resident population. 
While the data for Thailand show that 
the refugee population is consistently 
younger than the resident population, 
for the other countries the data suggest 
a shift in the population towards the 
age group 18(20)-59 years for both 2005

and 2010, although the magnitude of 
the differences is less in 2010.

In 2005 in Kenya, the percentage 
difference between the refugee popula-
tion and the resident population is +9.4 
in the age group 18(20)-59, meaning 
that there are relatively more refugee 
women in that age group than in the 
resident group. A similar result is ob-
served for the Syrian Arab Republic 
(+12.9), Jordan (+14.4), and Yemen (+19.1). 
A similar pattern is also observed for 
2010, but while the differences decrease 
in Kenya (+4.4), the Syrian Arab Repub-
lic (+6.6), and Jordan (+7.9), it increases 
for Yemen (+25.3).

Similar results are obtained for the 
male population, with Yemen present-

ing a consistent value of 36 per cent 
‘excess’ male refugees compared to the 
resident population in the age group 18-
59 years for both years.

� Results of host countries 
with limited data
Seven countries offer percentages of 
sex and age data ranging from 98.3 to 81 
per cent: Ethiopia, Uganda, Chad, the 
United Republic of Tanzania, Pakistan, 
Egypt, and Nepal. Analysis on popula-
tion growth, percentage of females, and 
sex and age distribution yields similar 
results as for the group of five countries 
with 100 per cent data availability. 
Still, with the diminishing percentage 
of sex and age data, the validity of the 
results also goes down. This is espe-
cially the case when, in addition to the 
low coverage of age and sex data, there 
is also a considerable amount of data 
with ‘unknown’ age. As noted, the re-
sults do appear to show similar trends 
as the countries with complete data 
coverage, but a comparison between 
these two groups is beyond the scope of 
this analysis.

 � Results of host countries 
with less reliable age and sex data
Another seven countries offer sex- and 
age-disaggregated data ranging from 63

to 0 per cent: Zambia, the Democratic 
Republic of the Congo, the Islamic Re-
public of Iran, Sudan, China, the Boliva-
rian Republic of Venezuela, and France. 
All countries except China, France, 
Sudan, and the Bolivarian Republic 
of Venezuela show a steady decline in 
the refugee population. However, the 
patterns of this decline are variable. 
Zambia, for instance, shows a steady 
decline over time; a similar pattern can 
be found in the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo but with some variation in 
size (though never exceeding the popu-
lation recorded in 2003). The Islamic 
Republic of Iran, meanwhile, shows 
an irregular pattern with periods of 
increase in 2004, 2009, and 2010.

China’s annual increase in the refu-
gee population is around 0.1 per cent, 
less than the resident population’s rate 
of growth. France’s refugee popula-
tion, on the other hand, increases at 
about 1 per cent, which is higher than

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the resident population’s 0.6 per cent 
growth rate. Next up is Sudan’s refugee 
population growth rate, at 4.3 per cent. 
Topping each of these was the Bolivar-
ian Republic of Venezuela, where the 
reported refugee population in 2012 
is slightly over 87 times larger that of 
2003, mostly due to the inclusion of Co-
lombians in a refugee-like situation not 
previously reported.

DATA ANALYSIS 
OF COUNTRIES OF ORIGIN

The UNHCR database also contains 
information on the 208 countries and 
territories from which refugees origi-
nated during the period under analysis.

According to this data, the cumula-
tive number of refugees varies from 
nearly 25 million (from Afghanistan) 
to just one each from Aruba and Liech-
tenstein. For the selection of countries 
for analysis, the same methodological 
considerations apply as for the host 
countries: data need to be of sufficient 
size and offering good coverage. Out of 
the 208 countries and territories listed 
in the database, 15 countries have a cu-
mulative refugee population of over 
1 million. Of these, 13 were selected 
for analysis: Liberia, Somalia, Iraq, the 
Central African Republic, Sudan, the 
Democratic Republic of the Congo, Bu-
rundi, Eritrea, Afghanistan, Myanmar, 
Angola, Colombia, and Viet Nam.

Unlike the host countries, there are 
no countries with 100 per cent coverage 
for age and sex information. Instead, 
the percentage of population with dis-

aggregated age and sex data varies from 
98 for Liberia to 31 for Viet Nam. Hence, 
with the necessary precaution about 
the decreasing validity of results, age 
and sex analysis can be carried out on 
seven countries with a percentage of 
over 80 per cent. For the remaining six 
countries, only growth analysis will be 
carried out.

� Results of countries of origin 
with limited data
Analysis of these trends shows that the 
refugee populations originating from 
Liberia and Burundi decrease over 
time, declining by 10.5 per cent for Li-
beria and 8.8 per cent for Burundi. This 
indicates a net return to their country 
of origin. The decline in the number 
of refugees from Liberia shows a stea-

dy decrease, while that of Burundi is 
slightly irregular. Meanwhile, Liberia’s 
resident population shows an annual 
increase of 4.5 per cent, while that of 
Burundi grows by 3.9 per cent.

UNHCR’s demographic database 
suggests a very small increase in the 
number of refugees originating from 
Sudan for the years under study, with 
an annual rate of increase of just 0.3 per 
cent. The refugee population originat-
ing from the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo likewise shows just a modest 
increase of 1.6 per cent annually. These 
rates of growth are well below those of 
the resident populations in both Sudan 
(2.5%) and the Democratic Republic of 
the Congo (2.8%).

By contrast, the refugee populations 
originating from Somalia, Iraq, and the 
Central African Republic show annual 
growth rates well in excess of those of 
the resident populations. Somalia, for 
instance, shows refugee growth rates of 
30.3 per cent, compared to just 2.2 per 
cent for the resident population, while 
similar imbalances can be seen in Iraq 
(32.5% versus 2.9%) and the Central Af-
rican Republic (40.7% versus 1.8%). The 
refugee populations originating from 
these countries in 2012 are about four 
to five times the number of those who 
were refugees in 2003.

In terms of sex differential between 
populations, the results are quite vari-
able. In 2005, there are more women 
among the refugees from Liberia, Su-
dan, and the Central African Republic

of the Congo, p. 377, and  Burundi, p. 289 
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than among the resident populations. 
In the Democratic Republic of the 
Congo, on the other hand, there are no 
differences between these two groups. 
Finally, in Iraq, Somalia, and Burundi 
there are lower percentages of women 
among the refugee population. This 

pattern repeats itself for 2010, though 
with some inconsistent changes in the 
percentages among the countries.

Two distinct groups of countries 
emerge when the age- and sex-disaggre-
gated information is analysed for this 
time period. In Liberia, Somalia, and 

Iraq, there tend to be fewer young per-
sons in the refugee groups than in the 
resident populations, but at the same 
time there are also considerably more 
of those aged 18 to 59 years than among 
the resident population. This pattern is 
similar for females and males for both 
2005 and 2010. By contrast, refugees 
leaving from the Central African Re-
public, Sudan, the Democratic Repub-
lic of the Congo, and Burundi include 
relatively higher percentages of infants 
than the resident populations. Yet while 
this was quite evident in 2005, this pat-
tern is less pronounced in 2010.

 � Results of the countries 
with less reliable age and sex data
For the six countries of origin with 
less reliable age and sex data (Eritrea, 
Afghanistan, Myanmar, Angola, 
Colombia, and Viet Nam), only the 
growth analysis was carried out. From 
this, Angola shows a steady decline in 
the number of refugees originating 
from that country, with an annual rate 
of decrease of -10.7 per cent, while the

tend to remain within their 
continent of origin, especially 
in Africa and Asia, and travel 
primarily to neighbouring 

countries, most likely with populations 
of similar ethnic, social, and cultural 
characteristics. The composition of the 
refugee population by country of ori-
gin and the relative importance of each 
country can have a decisive effect on 
whether there are similarities between 
the refugee population and tha t of the 
host country. The nature of the process 
of seeking refuge in a foreign country 
inherently limits the capability of all 
population age and sex groups to em-

bark equally on such an undertaking. 
Considerations of mobility and safety 
play an important role, as do the border-
control mechanisms and the policies of 
the host countries for allowing entry.

Although no clear patterns of dif-
ference have been found between refu-
gee populations with increasing or de-
creasing patterns, it seems that there 
is an increasing concordance between 
the refugee population, their coun-
try of origin, and the host countries 
in terms of age and sex distributions. 
Nevertheless, there are incidences 
where the growth rate of the refugee 
population greatly exceeds that of the 
resident population.

It is important to note, again, that un-
dertaking to analyse the historical devel-
opment of refugee populations, national 
host populations, and the populations of 
countries of origin requires high-quality 
data for the period under consideration. 
The analysis presented in this section 
shows that it is possible to carry out valid 
comparisons between the populations 
concerned in spite of severe limitations 
in the availability of detailed disaggre-
gated data on age and sex. Yet further 
analysis is required to expand under-
standing of the factors that determine 
the composition of the refugee popula-
tion, and hence its degree of similarity 
with the population of the host nation.  n

resident population grew at an annual 
rate of 2.9 per cent. The other five 
countries show an increase in the num-
ber of refugees leaving their country 
of origin. In the case of Viet Nam, for 
instance, the annual increase in the 
refugee population (0.8%) is slightly 
less than the 1.1 per cent rate of increase 
among the resident population. Among 
the Afghan refugee population, the rate 
of change is 3.2 per cent, higher than 
the national growth rate of 2.6 per cent.

For other countries, this differen-
tial is more pronounced. For Eritreans, 

the increase in the refugee growth 
rate (11.4%) is about four times the na-
tional population growth rate (3.2%). In 
Myanmar, the rate of refugees leaving 
the country has considerably increased 
since 2010, and the annual refugee 
growth rate of 20.8 per cent is about 30 
times larger than the national popula-
tion increase of 0.7 per cent. Finally, the 
increase in refugees leaving Colombia 
over the 10-year period has increased 
significantly. While the number of ref-
ugees leaving the country till 2006 was 
about 15,000 per year, this suddenly in-

creased to 111,000 in 2007. Thereafter 
it increased again to about 305,000 in 
2008 and continued to increase steadily 
to about 374,000 in 2012. 65

The Democratic Republic of the 
Congo and Sudan have also been se-
lected as refugee host countries. The 
population development is these coun-
tries shows interesting patterns when 
considered as host country or as coun-
try of origin. The refugee population in 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo 
steadily declines over time. Similarly, 
the number of refugees originating 
from this country initially also shows 
a decline, though this lasts only up to 
about 2008. Thereafter, the numbers 
start increasing, to reach a population 
that is about 14 per cent larger than the 
2003 population.

The refugee population in the Su-
dan, meanwhile, initially shows a de-
cline. But from 2004 it increases consid-
erable till 2007, when the refugee popu-
lation is twice as large as in 2003. From 
then, the refugee population starts an 
erratic decline, to eventually reach a 
population size about 38 per cent larger 
than that of 2003. At the same time, the 
number of refugees originating from 
Sudan initially increases, then declines 
between 2004 and 2009, and finally 
increases again to reach a size slightly 
larger than that of 2003.

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People fleeing their homes due to 
conflict or natural disaster often do not 
have the time or means to take their 
belongings with them. Providing core 
relief items (CRIs) is therefore a crucial 
part of the first emergency response.

In order to respond to emergencies 
in both an effective and timely manner, 
UNHCR pre-positions CRIs in strategic 
locations around the globe. The Global 
Stock Management system, adopted in 
2010, is now well established, with a net-
work of regional warehouses expanded 
to seven hubs strategically located in 
Accra, Amman, Copenhagen, Douala, 
Dubai, Isaka, and Nairobi. These hubs 
are located near crisis-prone regions 
and ongoing operations, as well as in 
close proximity to airports.

As the number of emergencies has 
increased, the size of the global CRI 
stockpile has also grown significantly, 

from supplies for some 327,000 persons 
in 2006 to 600,000 persons in 2012. In-
deed, the Global Stock Management 
system allows UNHCR to provide CRIs 
to those 600,000 persons in response to 
simultaneous large emergencies, with 
the first delivery within 72 hours.

Table 6.1 tracks UNHCR CRIs that 
were transported from global stockpiles 
by air, land, or sea to the affected coun-
tries or locations. In 2012, for instance, 
UNHCR transported over 1.6 million 
blankets to address the needs of Syrian 
refugees, IDPs, and other affected pop-
ulations in the Syrian Arab Republic – 
just one of the CRIs to address these in-
dividuals’ critical needs. Another CRI, 
a family tent, typically accommodates 
five persons; thus, we can see that over 
490,000 persons who fled their homes 
benefitted from such temporary shel-
ter solutions during 2012.

A comparison of the total volume of 
CRIs shipped by air or surface (sea or 
land) between 2010 and 2012 demon-
strates an increase of 276 per cent. This 
significant rise was partly due to the 
process of addressing urgent winteri-

U
NHCR’S GLOBAL REPORT  
(1999) stated, “Unprecedent-
ed demands were placed on 
UNHCR’s emergency prepar-
edness and response capacity 

in 1999 … During the year, there were 
215 deployments of emergency person-
nel on missions ranging from several 
days to up to four months; 169 people 
were deployed, a few of them more 
than once.” 66

Since then, the scale and geographic 
coverage of the emergency refugee re-
sponse by UNHCR and its partners 
have continued to grow. The agency 
and its partners have responded to 
large-scale emergencies in Pakistan, 
Sri Lanka, Yemen, the Horn of Africa 
(Kenya, Ethiopia, and Somalia), the 
Democratic Republic of the Congo, Lib-
ya, Egypt, Tunisia, Sudan and South 
Sudan, and Myanmar, as well as to the 

Ivorian, Malian, and, most recently, 
Syrian refugee situations.

While there are many aspects to 
an efficient and timely emergency re-
sponse, this chapter focuses on four of 
its core aspects: provision of core hu-
manitarian relief items, staff deploy-
ments, capacity-building, and a safe 
working environment.

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zation needs for Syrian refugees who 
had fled to neighbouring countries in 
ever-increasing numbers. Given the 
magnitude of the crisis, about half of 
the volume of the emergency shipment 
was destined for the Syria situation in 
2012, covering countries such as Leba-
non and Jordan. Another 18 per cent 
targeted South Sudan.

Given this increasing number as 
well as the urgency in providing CRIs 
to persons of concern, UNHCR dis-
patched 129 airlifts in 2012, twice as 
many as in 2011. These airlifts sent core 
relief items to around 200,000 people 
of concern in 2012, accounting for a 
quarter of all shipments from the glob-
ally managed warehouses.

UNHCR is constantly exploring 
ways to improve the timely delivery 
of emergency goods to the field. The 
newly established strategic network of 
seven logistical hubs constitutes just 
one of several mechanisms by which 
UNHCR was able to respond more ef-
fectively to large-scale simultaneous 
emergencies in 2012. In addition, the 
agency has come to a series of ‘white 
stock’ agreements, in which suppliers 
hold stocks at their own rather than at 
UNHCR warehouses, while also enact-
ing a three-pronged transport approach 
(the simultaneous use of air, sea, and 
road transport).

By using these strategies, UNHCR 
was able, for example, to respond quick-
ly to needs in the Syrian Arab Republic 
and neighbouring countries by moving 
CRIs by air and land from the Amman 
and Dubai emergency stockpile ware-
houses. At the same time, ‘white stocks’ 
in Dubai replenished supplies through 
direct delivery to UNHCR’s warehouse 
in that country. Simultaneously, ship-
ments by road were implemented 
from the global stockpile in Accra to 
operations in Burkina Faso and Mali, 
and from the global stockpiles in Nai-
robi and Isaka to operations in Ethiopia, 
Rwanda, and South Sudan.

PROVIDING EMERGENCY DEPLOYMENTS WITHIN 72 HOURS

If additional human resources are 
required to respond to emergencies, 
UNHCR immediately sends emergen-
cy deployees to support those opera-
tions. The agency’s internal emergency 
standby capacity, including at the se-
nior management and leadership level, 
allows for the deployment of qualified 
staff to emergency operations at short 
notice. This internal capacity is com-
plemented by agreements with standby 
partners (SbP) and networks of techni-
cal experts. The number of emergency 
deployments has increased steadily, 

with the number of emergency suppor-
ting missions, for instance, increasing 
from 245 in 2008 to 461 in 2012.

To address the often high turnover 
of staff in emergencies, with repeated 
short emergency missions for the same 
function to the same emergency opera-
tion, UNHCR started to implement a 
new staffing deployment model for 
emergency operations. If operations 
have continued staffing needs after the 

second or third month of emergency 
missions, these are addressed through 
temporary assignments/appointments 
for at least six months. Thereafter, full 
positions are created and filled through 
‘fast track’ procedures. In addition, fur-
ther efforts are made to ensure that an 
emergency mission’s duration is at least 
two months.

In an effort to provide accurate 
emergency deployment statistics, start-

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ing from 2012 only the two- to three-
month emergency missions are count-
ed for this purpose, not the six-month 
assignments/appointments. Given this 
metric, there was a significant decrease 
of UNHCR staff in emergency mis-
sions, from 371 missions in 2011 to just 
170 in 2012. The number of deploy-
ments by standby partners to UNHCR 
emergency operations continues to in-
crease, meanwhile, from 250 missions 
in 2011 to 291 missions in 2012. Standby 
partners have contributed significantly 

to UNHCR’s emergency operations 
through the deployment of experts in 
the past five years.

Figure 6.3 indicates a general trend of 
increasing emergency deployments. It 
also shows the importance of UNHCR’s
emergency standby agreements, with 
both governmental and non-govern-
mental organizations. The trend for 
the past five years (2008-12) indicates 
that SbP accounted for about 73 per 
cent of deployment days for emergency 
support missions, while UNHCR ac-

counted for 27 per cent. The number 
of deployment days provided by SbP 
increased from about 50,000 days be-
tween 2003 and 2007 to around 135,720

days between 2008 and 2012.

What are 
the Standby 
Partners (SbP)? 

In order to strengthen its response 
capacity during humanitarian crises,  
UNHCR has concluded a number of Standby 

Partnerships with governmental agencies, NGOs, 

and private sector organizations that have specific 

expertise and capacity to complement UNHCR’s 

internal surge capacity.

Through these agreements,  qualified 

deployees can be provided quickly through 

simplified procedures and often at no cost to 

UNHCR. This includes the following domains: public 

health, logistics, site planning, engineering, water/

sanitation (WATSAN), information management, 

hydrology, shelter, and construction. Some Standby 

Partners offer equipment/service modules for 

health, sanitation, and medical care, accommodation 

and necessities, search and rescue, mine action, 

capacity development, and recovery work.   •

EMERGENCY SUPPORT MISSION BY REGION

In sub-Saharan Africa, the top recipients 
of emergency support missions during 
2008-12 were the Central African Re-
public, Chad, the Democratic Republic 
of the Congo, Somalia, Kenya, Sudan, 
and South Sudan. In the Asia and the 
Pacific region, most of the emergency 
missions were to Afghanistan, Pakistan, 
and Myanmar; while in the Americas, 
Colombia remained a prime destina-
tion during the same period. In terms 
of regional distribution of deployees, 
sub-Saharan Africa received most of 
the emergency support missions (47%), 
followed by the Middle East and North 
Africa region (31%), Asia and the Pacific 
(13%), Europe (7%), and the Americas (2%).

In 2011 and 2012, due to the situa-
tions in both Libya and the Syrian Arab 
Republic, the number of staff deployed 
to the Middle East and North Africa 
region increased dramatically. When 
comparing 2008 and 2012, the percent-

age increase in the number of emergen-
cy deployments amounted to 320 per 
cent for this region, while in Africa 
these figures increased by 170 per cent. 
Even while responding to these new 

large emergencies, ‘recurring’ emer-
gency situations such as Pakistan, the 
Democratic Republic of the Congo, and 
Iraq continued to require emergency 
deployments on a regular basis.

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Recent experience with responding to 
simultaneous, large-scale emergencies 
has reconfirmed that the immediate 
availability of individuals with a wide 
range of professional and field skills 
is an essential part of an efficient res-
ponse. To prepare staff for emergency 

deployments, UNHCR regularly orga-
nizes various workshops and trainings, 
one of which is the Workshop on Emer-
gency Management (WEM).

Normally, WEM is organized three 
times per year, with some 40 partici-
pants in each session. In 2011, however, 

it was organized four times in order to 
address extraordinary staffing needs 
for ongoing emergencies. The great 
majority of participants are UNHCR 
staff, though standby partners are also 
invited to send participants. In addi-
tion, one or two donors also tend to par-
ticipate. In 2012, the ratio of participa-
tion of UNHCR to SbP was 77 per cent 
to 9 per cent.

EMERGENCY DEPLOYEES 
BY SEX AND FUNCTIONAL AREA

In general, men have a slightly higher 
representation than women among 
emergency deployees. Between 2008 
and 2012, female personnel represented 
an average of 42 per cent of the total 
number of deployees.

Disaggregating emergency deploy-
ees by function shows that significant 
proportions of deployments are related 
to protection (including child protec-
tion, refugee status determination, re-
settlement and registration) and tech-
nical support (including water, sanita-
tion and hygiene; health; shelter and 
site planning). Figure 6.6 shows trends 
in three main areas of functional de-
ployments: protection, technical, and 
coordination (which includes cluster 
and team leaders). Since 2004, protec-
tion functions have continued to be 
in high demand, reflecting UNHCR’s 
core mandate.

In 2011, there was a sharp increase 
in the number of refugee status deter-
mination (RSD) staff deployed. This 
was due to the Libya situation, where 
prompt RSD was essential for the pro-
tection of individuals, given the mixed 
migration environment prevailing at 
that time. 68 This may also explain a rise 
in the protection function requirement 
in 2011. Recent years have also seen a 
significant increase in requests for tech-
nical services, such as water, sanitation 
and hygiene (WASH); shelter/site plan-
ning; and health. In addition, given the 
importance of information manage-
ment, since 2011 UNHCR has been de-
ploying information management offic-
ers at the onset of any emergency. 69

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To develop the needed capacity in 
an area new to UNHCR, the Training 
on Information Management in Emer-
gencies (TIME) provides UNHCR and 
partner staff with the principles and 
tools for data management, needs as-
sessment, registration, and other related 
areas in responding to emergencies. To 
support field staff, in 2013 UNHCR also 
released the Emergency Information 
Management Toolkit, which provides 
guidance, examples, and practical tools 
for providing information management 
support in operations. 70

ECENT LARGE-SCALE 
EMERGENCIES  continue 
to highlight the importance 
of UNHCR’s ability to re-
spond, in a timely and effec-

tive manner, to the needs of refugees 
and other persons of concern. It is evi-
dent, however, that UNHCR alone can-
not respond to the complex and growing 
numbers of these emergencies.

For many years, UNHCR has ben-
efited from emergency standby agree-
ments with various governmental 
and non-governmental organizations. 
These allow the organization to de-
ploy staff from the rosters of standby 
partners to serve in emergency opera-
tions, making the agreements an im-
portant part of UNHCR’s emergency-
response capacity. Regular contact 
with these partners continues to take 
place, and UNHCR participates in a 
United Nations coordination forum 
with standby partners.

In addition, partners from national 
NGOs contribute significantly to emer-
gency response, particularly by increas-
ing access to populations. National 
NGOs have a deep understanding of 
national and regional dynamics, as well 

as established relationships with local 
communities. UNHCR also continues 
to work closely with the World Food 
Programme, the Office for the Coor-
dination of Humanitarian Affairs, and 
the United Nations Children’s Fund, 
with which collaborations have been 
significantly strengthened. Inter-agen-

cy cooperation takes place both bilater-
ally and within the context of the Inter-
Agency Standing Committee.

Strengthened by these collabora-
tions, UNHCR will continue to lead 
the response to refugee emergencies 

resulting from the conflicts in Mali, 
Sudan and South Sudan, and the Syr-
ian Arab Republic, among others. At 
the same time, the agency will con-
tinue to contribute to inter-agency ef-
forts to meet the needs of internally 
displaced persons and other affected 
populations.  n

cordingly) and the establishment of new 
offices. From June to December 2012, 
for instance, a total of 19 offices were 
opened and MOSS guidelines had to be 
applied to each of them.

As of December 2012, out of 383 of-
fices, 85 per cent were fully compliant 
and 11 per cent were compliant ‘with 
limitations’. However, UNHCR con-
tinues to strive for 100 per cent MOSS 
compliance.

UNHCR continues to regularly review 
its compliance with the United Nations 
Minimum Operating Security Stan-
dards (MOSS), particularly for offices in 
high-risk environments. MOSS is the 
primary mechanism for managing and 
mitigating security risks to UN person-
nel, property, and assets.

UNHCR strives to ensure that 
all new offices are MOSS-compliant 
within six months of their establish-
ment. There are several factors com-
plicating the achievement of a 100 per 
cent MOSS-compliant rate, including 
changing security environments (of 
which MOSS needs to be revised ac-
